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BACKGROUND:
A. Receipt from An Unregistered Organization

The 1988 October Quarterly Report of the Democratic
State Central Committee-Pederal Account-Coordinated Campaign
("the Committee") disclosed a receipt for $5,000 from the
Committee for a Democratic Majority ("the Majority®), an
g?!lqiltltlﬂ organization, on September 2, 1988 (Attachment

On Februacry 22, 1989, a Request for Additional
Information ("RFAI") was sent to the Committee asking for
clarification regarding Hhssyer the contribation was
composed of permissible funds.< The RFAI recommended that
the Committee refund any impermissible amounts to the
Majority or transfer the funds to a non-federal account with
the donor's consent (Attachment 3).
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1/ The Committee has had two previous addresses.

2/ The RFAI was originally sent on February 8, 1989, to the
Committee's former address, but was remailed on the 22nd to the

current address.
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On March 2, 1989, Joseph Ruggiero, counsel for the
Committee, telephoned the Reports Analysis Division ("RAD")
analyst and clarified that the Majority was a coordinated
campaign of Democratic State Senators. The analyst informed
Mr. Ruggiero that if the Majority could register and prove
the funds were permissible, the contribution would be
acceptable. If not, the Committee had the option to refund
the full amount or transfer the funds to a non-federal
account. Mr. Ruggiero said he would examine his options and
then notify the Commission as soon as possible (Attachment
4) .

On March 6, 1989, the Commission received a written
response from the Committee's Treasurer, Nicholas Paindiris,
stating that he would be out-of-state for ten days and that
he would respond to the RPAI upon his returm (Attachment 5).

On March 27, 1989 Mr. Ruggiero telephoned the analyst to
say that a response would be forthcoming (Attachment 6).

On March 31, 1989, a Second HNotice was sent to the
Committee (Attachment 7). The Second Notice referenced the
Committee's March 6, 1989 reasponse and noted that if the
information was not recelved within fifteen (15) days, the
Commission might hoose to initiate audit or legal
enforcement utim.é?

On April 4, 1989, the Commission received a written
response from the Committee stating that the Committee had
obtained permission from the Majority to transfer the funds
to the Committee's non-federal account (Attachment 9).

On May 5, 1989, the analyst telephoned Mr. Ruggiero
regarding his April 4th response. Mr. Ruggiero stated that
the Committee planned to transfer the money to its non-
federal account. He said that the transfer-out would be
reflected in the Committee's 1989 Mid-Year Report
(Attachment 10).

On May 19, 1989, a written response was recelved from
the Majority indicating that it had agreed to allow the
Committee to transfer the §5,000 contribution to a non-
federal account (Attachment 11).

3/ on March 27, 1989 the Commission received a written
response from Mr. Ruggiero stating that he had been in contact
with the Majority and that he would forward additional
information to the Commission by the end of March (Attachment B).
This response was not noted in the March 31, 1989 Second Notice.
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As of this date, no additional response has bean
received.

B. Transfers-In from A National Committee and Subseguent
Payments for Apparent Exempt Activities

The Committee's 1988 October Quarterly Report disclosed
transfers~in of $3,000 from the ASDC-Democratic Victory Fund
("the Victory Fund®) and $15,905 from the ASDC Dollars for
Democrats ("ASDC Dollars™) received on September 19 and 27,
1988 (Attachment 12). Schedule B supporting Line 19 of the
report reflected payments for posters, strips, flyers, T-
shirts, buttons, and balloons totalling $20,508 (Attachment
13).4/ The dates of these payments ranged from August 26,
1988 through September 28, 1988.

The 1988 30 Day Post-General Report disclosed transfers-
in of $74,842.23 from the Democratic MNational Committee
("DNC") (Attachment 14). The dates of these transfers—in
ranged from October 24, 1988 through November 8, 1988.
Schedule B supporting Lines 19 and 20 of the report
reflected subsequent payments for "GOTV" and “GOTV card
printing® totalling $18,642.29 (Attachment 15). The dates
of these payments ranged from November 1, 1988 through
November 7, 1988.
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Due to the fact that the Committee received transfers—in
from the national committee and reflected payments Efor
apparent exempt activities, RFAIs were sent for the October
Quarterly Report and the 30 Day Post-General Report on
February 22, 1989 (Attachments 3 and 16).5

The RFAIs asked whether the activity met the criteria
for exempt activity, including whether the transfers-in from
the national committee were made specifically to fund the
activity. The Committee was advised that if a portion or
all of the expenditures in both reports were made on behalf
of specifically identified candidates and did not qualify as
exempt activity, the activity must be disclosed as
contributions in-kind or c¢oordinated party expenditures on
behalf of the candidates.

4/ The purpose of one $5,463.29 payment is listed as
"posters, badges, stationary printing, and other printing."
Because this payment was not spceif?cally itemized for each
purpose, RAD has included the entire amount in this referral.

5/ The RPAls were originally sent on February 8, 1989 to the
Committee's former address, but were remailed on the 22nd to the
current address.
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On March 6, 1989, the Commission received a written
response from the Committee's Treasurer, Nicholas Paindiris,
stating that he would be out-of-state for ten days and that
he would respond to the RPFAI upon his return (Attachment 5).

On March 31, 1989, Second Notices were sent to the
Committee for the October Quarterly Report and the 30 Day
Post-General Report (Attachment 7). The Second MNotlece
referenced the Committee's March 6, 1989 response and noted
that if the information was not received within fifteen (15)
days, the Commission might choose to initiate audit or legal
enforcement action.

On April 4, 1989 the Committee submitted a written
response to the October Quarterly and 30 Day Post-General
RFAIs. The Committee stated that the transfers-in from the
ASDC Dollars and the Victory Puond disclosed on the October
Quarterly Report were wused only for exempt expenditures.
None of the funds were designated for a particular candidate
and the funds were not transferred-in by the national
committee specifically for such purpose.

The Committee stated the transfers-in from the DNC
disclosed on the 30 Day Post-General Report were used only
for exempt activities. The Committee indicated that the
expenditures for phone banks were for calls "for get out the
vote activities on behalf of the presidential and vice-
presidential nomirees and the entire Democratic ticket."
The GOTV card printing payments were "for a card used to get
out the vote on behalf of the presidential nominees and the
entire Democratic ticket.* The Committee stated that none
of the funds were used for a particular candidate and were
not transferred-in by the national committee specifically
for such purposes (Attachment 9).
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On May 5, 1989, the analyst telephoned Mr. Ruggiero

because the response appeared to be contradictory. The
analyst asked Mr. Ruggiero if the transfers-in were used for

exempt activities. Mr. Ruggiero stated that the transfers
from ASDC Dollars, the Victory Pund and the DNC were used

for exempt activities but felt that that was permissible
because the funds were not used for specifically identified

candidates. The analyst asked Mr. Ruggliero to further
clarify the nature of the transfers-in (Attachment 10).

As of this date, no additional response has been
received.

I. GENERATION OF NATTER

Based on its review of the 1988 reports of the Democratic
State Central Committee-Federal Account-Coordinated Campaign
("Coordinated Campaign"), the Reports Analysis Division ("RAD")
referred this matter to the Office of the General Counsel.
Attachment 1. The referral questions the Coordinated Campaign’s

receipts from an unregistered organization, the Committee for a

committees registered with the Commission, the Association of
State Democratic Chairs/Dollars for Democrats ("ASDC Dollars”),
ASDC Democratic Victory Fund ("Victory Fund"), and the Democratic
National Committee ("DNC").

A. Receipt from Unregistered Organization

The referral indicates that the Coordinated Campaign
disclosed a $5,000 contribution from the Democratic Majority on
September 2, 1988. The Coordinated Campaign registered as an
affiliate of the Democratic State Central Committee-Federal
Account on August 16, 1988; the Democratic Majority is an
unregistered organization involved in state elections.

On February 22, 1989, a Request for Additional Information
{"RFAI") was sent to the Coordinated Campaign that sought
clarification as to the permissibility of the funds received, and
recommended that any impermissible funds be refunded or
transferred to a non-federal account with the donor’s consent.
Subsequent to the RFAI, counsel for the Coordinated Campaign had
telephone conversations with a RAD analyst. RAD sent a Second
Motice on March 31, 1989. On April 4, 1989, RAD received a
response that the Coordinated Campaign had obtained permission
from the Democratic Majority to transfer the funds to the
non-federal account of the Democratic State Central Committee.
On May 19, 1989, RAD received a letter from the Democratic
Majority confirming that it had consented to the transfer. The
Coordinated Campaign disclosed in its 1989 Mid-Year Report that

the transfer was made on May 23, 1989.

B. Receipts from Party Committees-Exempt Activities

The Coordinated Campaign’s 1988 October Quarterly Report
disclosed transfers-in of 515,905 from ASDC Dollars on September
19 and 27, 1988, and $3,000 from the Victory Fund on September
19, 1988.1 The same report showed payments of $20,508 from
August 26 through September 28, 1988, for posters, strips,
flyers, T-shirts, buttons and balloons. The 1988 30 Day
Post-General Report disclosed that the Coordinated Campaign had
received transfers-in of $74,842.23 from the Democratic National
Committee from October 24 through November B, 1988. This report
also disclosed payments for "GOTV" and "GOTV card printing” in
the amount of $18,642.29 from November 1 through November 7,
1988.

RFAIs concerning both reports noted the transfers-in and
payments described above; and raised questions as to whether or
not the reported activities were exempt from the definitions of
"econtribution"” and "expenditure®. Counsel for the Coordinated
Campaign responded to these RFAIs in a letter dated March 29,
1989, stating that the funds from the three national committees
noted above were used for exempt activity. Subsequent to

counsel’s letter, a RAD analyst contacted him by telephone to ask

for a clearer response on this guestion. There has been no
further response from the Coordinated Campaign on this point.

II. FACTUAL AND LEGAL ANALYSIS

A. Receipt from Unregistered Organization
The Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, as amended

("Act") prohibits corporations and labor organizations from
making contributions and expenditures in connection with federal
elections. 2 U.S5.C. § 441lb. The state of Connecticut permits a
labor organization to make political contributions if that
organization first forms its own political committee. See Conn.
Gen. Stat. Ann. § 9-333p (1989).

Under 11 C.F.R, § 102.5(a), a state party organization has

two alternatives available to ensure that prohibited funds are

not used in connection with federal elections: (1) it may

establish a single account for both federal and non-federal

activity, with such an account containing only contributions
subject to the prohibitions and limitations of the Act; or (2)

it may establish a separate federal account for federal activity

and a second account for state and local election activity. The
Connecticut Democratic State Central Committee has federal
accounts and a state account. As noted above, the Coordinated
Campaign is a federal political committee that is affiliated with
the state party’s principal federal account, the Democratic State
Central Committee-Federal Account.

The Coordinated Campaign disclosed a $5,000 contribution

from an unregistered organization, the Democratic Hljnrity.3 RAD
guestioned this contribution in an RFAI that sought clarification
on the permissibility of the contribution and informed the
Coordinated Campaign that any impermissible monies could either
be refunded to the donor in accordance with 11 C.F.R. § 103.3(b)
or transferred to a non-federal account. The Coordinated
Campaign ultimately transferred this amount to the state party’s
non-federal account with the permission of the donor. The
transfer is reported as having been made more than eight months
after the receipt.

Based on the foregoing, the Office of the General Counsel
recommends that the Commission find reason to believe that the
Coordinated Campaign and Nicholas Paindiris, as treasurer,
violated 2 U.5.C. § 441b and 11 C.F.R. § 102.5(a).

B. [Receipts from Party Committees—Exempt Activities

The Act and Commission regulations exempt from the
definitions of "contribution™ and "expenditure® certain
activities of state and local parties involving volunteers and
voter drives for the parties’ Presidential and Vice-Presidential
nominees. See 2 U.S5.C. §§ 431(8)(B)(x), 431(8)(B)(xii),
431(9)(B)(vii) and 431(9)(B)(ix); and 11 C.F.R. §§ 100.7(b)(15),
100.7(b)(17), 100.8(b)(16) and 100.8(b)(18). CEf. 2 u.s.cC.

§§ 431(B8)(B)(v) and 431(9)(B)(iv); and 11 C.F.R. §§ 100.7(b)(9)

and 100.8(b)(10) (slate card/sample ballot exemptions).

2. The Committee for a Democratic Majority is a political
committee registered with Connecticut’s Secretary of State.
According to a representative of that office, it is not part of
the official structure of the State Democratic Party.




Payments by a state or local party committee for the costs
of campaign materials used by the committee in connection with
volunteer activities on behalf of party nominees are not
contributione or expenditures, when certain criteria are met.
Relevant criteria are: (1) the payments must not be for campaign
materials or activities used in connection with direct mail or
gimilar types of general public communication or political
advertising; (2) such payments must be made from contributions
subject to the prohibitions and limitations of the Act; and (3)
such payments must not be made from contributions designated for
a particular candidate. 2 U.5.C. §§ 431(8)(B)(x) and
431(9)(B)(viii). 1In addition, funds from the national committee
of a political party must not be used to purchase the campaign
materials, nor can campaign materials purchased by the national
committee and delivered to the state or local party committee be
used. 11 C.F.R. §§ 100.7(b)(15)(vii) and 100.8(b)(16)(vii). The
regulations also reguire that campaign materials paid for by
state parties be distributed by volunteers and not by commercial
or for profit organizations, in order to be exempt from the
definition of contribution or expenditure. 11 C.F.R.

§§ 100.7(b)(15)(iv) and 100.8(b)(16)(iv). Expenditures for this
type of activity are to be reported by the political committee as
disbursements and need not be allocated to specific candidates.
11 C.F.R. §§ 100.7(b)(15S){v) and 100.8(b)(16)(v).

In addition to the above-described exemption, a state party
committee may conduct a voter registration or get-out-the-vote

drive on behalf of its party’s nominees for President and Vice
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President without the payments being considered contributions or
expenditures, as long as: (1) no direct mail or other general
public political advertising are used; (2) payments are from
permissible sources; (3) payments are not made from funds
designated for a particular candidate; and (4) payments are not
made from funds provided by the national committee of the party,
Bee 2 U.S5.C. §§ 431(8)(B)(xii) and 431(9)(B)(ix); 11 C.F.R.

§§ 100.7(b)(17) and 100.8(b)(18). While this exemption overlaps
with the previously described one, it only exempts activities
involving the party’s Presidential and Vice Presidential
candidates. If the activities make more than incidental
references to a candidate or candidates for the U.§. House or
Senate, costs must be attributed to such candidates and would be
considered contributions or coordinated party expenditures.

RAD, in an RFAI dated February 22, 1989, questioned the
Coordinated Campaign’s receipt of funds from three national party
committees in light of certain payments made during the same
general time frame. The receipts were reported by the
Coordinated Campaign as transfers-in between September 19 and
November 8, 1988, as follows: a total of $15,905 from ASDC
Dollars on September 19 and 27; $3,000 from the Victory Fund on
September 19; and $74,842.23 from the DNC from October 24 through
November 8. The gquestioned payments were reportedly made from
August 26 through September 28, 1988, in the amount of $20,508
for posters, strips, flyers, T-shirts, buttons and balloons; and
from November 1 through November 7, 1988, in the amount of

$18,642.29 for "GOTV" and "GOTV card printing."
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In response to the RFAI, counsel for the Coordinated
Campaign noted that the funds received from the national party
committees "were used only for exempt®™ activities. Since the
exemptions do not apply to payments made from funds provided by
a party’'s national committees, RAD found the response to be
problematic. 1In a subsequent conversation with counsel, the RAD
analyst noted that the response appeared contradictory and asked
for a clarification. No such clarification has been received.
Oon the basis of what is now known, it appears that the payments
in question may not be exempt from the definitions of
"contribution®™ and "expenditure” as the funds used to make them
were from national party committees. 11 C.F.R. §§ 100.7(b)(15),
100.7(b)(17), 100.8(b)(16) and 100.8(b)(18).

To the extent that the above-described payments are not
exempt, they would likely constitute either in-kind contributions
or expenditures subject to the limits of 2 U.S.C.§ 441la(a)(2)(A)
and 2 U.S.C.§ 44la(d) by the Coordinated Campaign in behalf of
specific candidates. With the exception of the voter drive for
the party’'s Presidential and Vice Presidential candidates,
counsel did not specifically identify those candidates on whose
behalf the guestioned payments were made. Regarding such
candidates, the Coordinated Campaign was required to allocate
among all those supported and report the allocation. 11 C.F.R.
§§ 104.10 and 106.1. According to its disclosure reports and
the response of its counsel, it has not done so. Regarding the
payments for GOTV, there is no indication that the Coordinated

Campaign was acting as the agent of the DNC in making coordinated




expenditures under 2 U.5.C. § 44la(d) and 11 C.F.R.
§ 110.7(a)(4), nor is there presently any evidence of an in-kind

contribution to the Dukakis/Bentsen Cllpaign.3

Therefore, it
appears that the Coordinated Campaign made unauthorized
expenditures in behalf of the candidacies of Michael Dukakis and
Lloyd Bentsen.

Based on the foregoing, the Office of the General Counsel
recommends that the Commission find reason to believe that the
Coordinated Campaign violated 2 U.5.C. § 44la(f) by making
unauthorized expenditures in behalf of the Dukakis/Bentsen
campaign, and 11 C.F.R. § 104.10 and 11 C.F.R. § 106.1 by failing
to allocate among the candidates on whose behalf it made

expenditures and for failing to report the alleocation.

C. Investigation

The Office of the General Counsel recommends that the
Commission approve the attached subpoena to produce documents and
order to submit written answers to the Democratic State Central
Committee-Federal Account-Coordinated Campaign. Proposed
subpoenas and orders are also included for the Democratic
National Committee, the Democratic State Central
Committee-Federal Account, the Association of State Democratic
Chairs/Dollars for Democrats and the ASDC Victory Fund as
non-respondent witnesses. The discovery requests are designed to

elicit information with respect to the amount and nature of the

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disbursements in question, any required allocations among
candidates, and the nature of the transfers from the national
committees.

III. RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Find reason to believe that the Democratic State Central
Committee-Federal Account-Coordinated Campaign and its treasurer,
NMicholas Paindiris, violated:

a. 2 U.5.C. § 441b and 11 C.F.R. § 102.5(a) by its
acceptance of a $5,000 contribution from the Committee for a
Democratic Majority; and

b. 2 U.5.C. § 44la(f) and 11 C.F.R. §§ 104.10 and 106.1 in
connection with certain payments made from September through
November of 1988.

2. Approve the attached letter, legal and factual analysis
and discovery request to the Democratic State Central
Committee-Federal Account-Coordinated Campaign.

3. Approve the attached subpoenas and orders to the following
non-respondent witnesses:

Democratic National Committee;

Democratic State Central Committee-Federal Account;
Association of State Democratic Chairs/Dollars for
Democrats; and

FACTUAL AND LEGAL ANALYSIS

RESPONDENT: Democratic State Central
Committee-Federal
Account-Coordinated Campaign
and Nicholas Paindiris,
as treasurer

A. Receipt from Unregistered Organization

The Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, as amended
{"Act™) prohibits corporations and labor organizations from
making contributions and expenditures in connection with federal
elections. 2 U.5.C. § 441b. The state of Connecticut permits a
labor organization to make political contributions if that
organization first forms its own political committee. See Conn.
Gen. Stat. Ann. § 9-333p (1989).

Under 11 C.F.R. § 102.5(a), a state party organization has
two alternatives available to ensure that prohibited funds are
not used in connection with federal elections: (1) it may
establish a single account for both federal and non-federal
activity, with such an account containing only contributions
subject to the prohibitions and limitations of the Act; or (2) it
may establish a separate federal account for federal activity and
a second account for state and local election activity. The
Connecticut Democratic State Central Committee has both federal
accounts and a state account. The Democratic State Central
Committee-Federal Account-Coordinated Campaign("Coordinated

Campaign") is a federal political committee that is affiliated




with the state party’s principal federal account, the Democratic
State Central Committee-Federal Account.

On September 2, 1988, the Coordinated Campaign disclosed a
$5,000 contribution from an unregistered organization, the
Committee for a Democratic Majority. RAD guestioned this
contribution in an RFAI dated February 22, 1989, which sought
clarification on the permissibility of the contribution and
informed the Coordinated Campaign that any impermissible monies
could either be refunded to the donor in accordance with 11
C.F.R. § 103.3(b) or transferred to a non-federal account. The
Coordinated Campaign ultimately transferred this amount to the
state party’'s non-federal account with the permission of the
donor. The transfer is reported as having been made on May 23,
1989, more than eight months after the receipt.

Based on the foregoing, there is reason to believe that the
Coordinated Campaign and Nicholas Paindiris, as treasurer,
violated 2 U.5.C. § 441b and 11 C.F.R. § 102.5(a).

B. Receipts from Party Committees—Exempt Activities

The Act and Commission regulations exempt from the
definitions of "contribution" and "expenditure" certain
activities of state and local parties involving volunteers and
voter drives for the parties’ Presidential and Vice-Presidential
nominees. See 2 U.5.C. §§ 431(8)(B}(x), 431(8)(B)(xii),
431(9)(B)(vii) and 431(9)(B)(ix); and 11 C.F.R. §§ 100.7(b)(15),
100.7(b)(17), 100.8(b)(16) and 100.8(b)(18). Cf. 2 U.S.C.

§§ 431(8)(B)(v) and 431(9)(B)(iv); and 11 C.F.R. §§ 100.7(b)(9)

and 100.8(b)(10) (slate card/sample ballot exemptions).




Payments by a state or local party committee for the costs
of campaign materials used by the committee in connection with
volunteer activities on behalf of party nominees are not
contributions or expenditures, when certain criteria are met.
Relevant criteria are: (1) the payments must not be for campaign
materials or activities used in connection with direct mail or
similar types of general public communication or political
advertising; (2) such payments must be made from contributions
subject to the prohibitions and limitations of the Act; and (3)
such payments must not be made from contributions designated for
a particular candidate. 2 U.S.C. §§ 431(8)(B)(x) and
431(9)(B)(viii). 1In addition, funds from the national committee
of a political party must not be used to purchase the campaign
materials, nor can campaign materials purchased by the national
committee and delivered to the state or local party committee be
used. 11 C.F.R. §§ 100.7(b)(15)(vii) and 100.8(b)(16)(vii). The
regulations also require that campaign materials paid for by
state parties be distributed by volunteers and not by commercial
or for profit organizations, in order to be exempt from the
definition of contribution or expenditure. 11 C.F.R.

§§ 100.7(b)(15)(iv) and 100.8(b)(16)(iv). Expenditures for this
type of activity are to be reported by the political committee as
disbursements and need not be allocated to specific candidates.
11 c.F.R. §§ 100.7(b)(15)(v) and 100.8(b)(16)(V).

In addition to the above-described exemption, a state party
committee may conduct a voter registration or get-out-the-vote

drive on behalf of its party’s nominees for President and Vice




President without the payments being considered contributions or
expenditures, as long as: (1) no direct mail or other general
public political advertising are used; (2) payments are from
permissible sources; (3) payments are not made from funds
designated for a particular candidate; and (4) payments are not
made from funds provided by the national committee of the party.
See 2 U.5.C. §§ 431(8)(B)(xii) and 431(9)(B)(ix); 11 C.F.R.

§§ 100.7(b)(17) and 100.8(b)(18). While this exemption overlaps
with the previously described one, it only exempts activities
involving the party’'s Presidential and Vice Presidential
candidates. If the activities make more than incidental
references to a candidate or candidates for the U.S. House or
Senate, costs must be attributed to such candidates and would be
considered contributions or coordinated party expenditures.

RAD, in an RFAI dated February 22, 1989, questioned the
Coordinated Campaign’s receipt of funds from three national party
committees in light of certain payments made during the same
general time frame. The receipts were reported by the
Coordinated Campaign as transfers-in between September 19 and
November 8, 1988, as follows: a total of 515,905 from the
Association of State Democratic Chairs/Dollars for Democrats on
September 19 and 27; $3,000 from the ASDC Democratic Victory Fund
on September 19; and $74,842.23 from the Democratic National
Committee ("DNC") from October 24 through November 8. The
gquestioned payments were reportedly made between August 26 and
September 28, 1988, in the amount of 520,508 for posters, strips,

flyers, T-shirts, buttons and balloons; and from November 1




through November 7, 1988, in the amount of $18,642.29 for "GOTV"
and "GOTV card printing.”

In response to the RPAI, counsel for the Coordinated
Campaign noted that the funds received from the national party
committees were used only for exempt activities. Since the
exemptions do not apply to payments made from funds provided by a
party’'s national committees, RAD found the response to be
problematic. In a subsequent conversation with counsel, the RAD
analyst noted that the response appeared contradictory and asked
for a clarification. No such clarification has been received.
On the basis of what is now known, it appears that the payments
in question may not be exempt from the definitions of
*contribution" and "expenditure” as the funds used to make them
were from national party committees. 11 C.F.R. §§ 100.7(b)(15).,
100.7(b)(17), 100.8(b)(16) and 100.8(b)(18).

To the extent that the above-described payments are not
exempt, they would likely constitute either in-kind contributions
or expenditures subject to the limits of 2 U.5.C.§ 441la(a)(2)(A)
and 2 U.S5.C.§ 44lai(d) by the Coordinated Campaign in behalf of
specific candidates. With the exception of the voter drive for
the party’s Presidential and Vice Presidential candidates,
counsel did not specifically identify those candidates on whose
behalf the questioned payments were made. Regarding such
candidates, the Coordinated Campaign was required to allocate
among all those supported and report the allocation. 11 C.F.R
§§ 104.10 and 106.1. According to its disclosure reports and

the response of its counsel, it has not done so. Regarding the




payments for GOTV, there is no indication that the Coordinated
Campaign was acting as the agent of the DNC in making coordinated
expenditures under 2 U.S5.C. § 44la(d), nor is there presently any
evidence of an in-kind contribution to the Dukakis/Bentsen
Ca-paiqn.l Therefore, it appears that the Coordinated Campaign
made unauthorized expenditures in behalf of the candidacies of
Michael Dukakis and Lloyd Bentsen.

Based on the foregoing, there is reason to believe that
the Coordinated Campaign violated 2 U.S5.C, § d4la(f) by making
unauthorized expenditures in behalf of the Dukakis/Bentsen
campaign, and 11 C.F.R. § 104.10 and 11 C.F.R. § 106.1 by

failing to allocate among the candidates on whose behalf it

made expenditures and for failing to report the allocation.

l. As a publicly-financed campaign, Dukakis/Bentsen was not
permitted to accept private contributions to defray campaign
expenses. See 26 U.5.C. § 9003(b)(2).

ANSWERS OF ASSOCIATION OF STATE DEMOCRATIC CHAIRS
DOLLARS FOR DEMOCRATS~--CONSOLIDATED REPORT
TO WRITTEN QUESTIONS UNDER _ORDER

The Association of State Democratic Chairs (Dollars
for Democrats--Consolidated Report), by its treasurer, Ann
Fishman, hereby submits the following answers to the gques-
tions set forth in the Commission's Interrogatories and
Request for Production of Documents dated February 12, 1990:

"A. Describe your organization, its purposes, and
the campaign activities in which you were engaged."

Answer: The Association of State Democratic Chairs
("ASDC") is the organization of the chairs of all of the
state Democratic Parties. Among its other activities to
assist Democratic State Parties, ASDC operates a fundraising
program known as “"Dollars for Democrats." ASDC contracts
with a vendor to perform services in connection with this

program.

Under this program, each participating State
Democratic Party Central Committee signs an agreement
authorizing ASDC to solicit and accept contributions on its
behalf.

Working from a variety of lists, including lists
provided by the participating State Democratic Party Central
Committee ("State Party"), the vendor contacts potential
contributors by telephone. Contributions are solicited to
the State Party. Persons who agree to contribute are sent a
form to be returned, with their checks, to the State Party
and such persons are instructed to make their checks payable
to the State Party or to a fundraising campaign including the
name of the State Party. Contributors are requested to send
their checks to a post office box in the state. Persons who
do not, upon receipt of the form, send in the contribution
they pledged, may subsequently be sent a reminder.

Only individuals are solicited and only funds subject
to the limitations and prohibitions of the Federal Election
Campaign Act, as amended (“"the Act”) are solicited and
accepted.

Checks sent to the post office box in each state are
forwarded by the post office to a company in the Washington,




D.C. area which reviews each check to ensure it is lawful
under the Act and then deposits the check in an account
maintained by the ASDC Dollars for Democrats Consolidated
Report Committee in Washington, D.C.

The amount of funds which each State Party is
entitled to receive is determined gquarterly. The expenses of
conducting the program are allocated to each State based on
the actual costs of the telephone calles and follow-up
mailings made in that State, plus a pro-rata share of the
general expenses of operating the program. Each State Party
is then entitled to receive the gross amount of funds raised
in that State minus that State Party’'s allocated share of the
expenses. This net amount is transferred by the Association
of State Democratic Chairs Dollars for Democrats Consolidated
Report committee to the State Party.

Each State Party is sent a quarterly report
reflecting these calculations. Generally three such
quarterly reports are sent, plus a final report reflecting
the reconciliation performed following the end of the
calendar year. Checks for the net amount of proceeds due to
the State Party are sent with each report, except that a
portion of the funds may be withheld to finance ongoing
operational expenses. Additional draws against the net
amount to which a State Committee is entitled may be made
during the course of the year if, in ASDC's opinion, such
draws can be made without jeopardizing the ongoing program.
During 1988, several transfers of net proceeds were made in
addition to the quarterly transfers.

All funds so transferred are intended to be deposited
by the State Party into its federal account.

The Association of State Democratic Chairs Dollars
for Democrats Consolidated Report committee was established
and registered with the Federal Election Commission to per-
form the functions and obligations of the ASDC under this
fundraising program and under each agreement with a partici-
pating State Party. The Association of State Democratic
Chairs Dollars for Democrats Consolidated Report committee
files reports as required with the FEC, showing all contri-
butions received on behalf of the State Party Committees, all
expenditures for the program, and all transfers of net
proceeds to the 5tate Parties.

"B. What is your relationship to the DNC?"
Answer: The Association of State Democratic Chairs

Dollars for Democrats Consolidated Report committee is a
committee of the same political party as DNC Services




Corporation/Democratic National Committee within the meaning
of 11 C.F.R. § 110.3(c)(1), but has no other relationship.
The Association of State Democratic Chairs Dollars for
Democrats Consolidated Report committee is not itself a
national party committee or part of any national party
committee. Rather, it was created specifically for the
purposes described in the answer to gquestion A above.

"C. What is your relationship to the ASDC Victory
Fund?”

The ASDC Victory Fund is another fundraising program
in which the ASDC participates. This program operates under
a separate agreement among the ASDC, the participating State
Democratic Committee and the DNC. The operation of this
program is described in detail in the answers being provided
today by the ASDC Victory Fund to written questions
propounded in this same MUR.

The ASDC Victory Fund is a party committee of the
same political party as the Association of Democratic State
Chairs Dollars for Democrats Consolidated Report committee,
within the meaning of 11 C.F.R. §110.3(c)(1).

"D. Describe any fundraising activity you undertoock
in 1988 with or in behalf of the Connecticut Democratic State
Central Committee--Federal Account and the Democratic State
Central Committee--Federal Account--Coordinated Campaign.”

Answer: The Connecticut Democratic State Central
Committee ("State Central Committee~) participated in the
Dollars for Democrats Program during 1988 and, accordingly,
authorized ASDC to solicit and accept contributions on its
behalf in accordance with the terms of an agreement between
the State Central Committee and ASDC, a copy of which is
being provided to the Commission herewith.

The Dollars for Democrats Program operated in
Connecticut as described in the answer to question A above.
A number of telephone solicitations were made, the scripts
for which are being provided to the Commission herewith.
Also being provided are copies of the various follow-up
mailings made to persons in Connecticut who agreed to
contribute in response to the telephone solicitations.

Transfers of the net amounts to which the State
Central Committee was entitled under the program were made
during 1988, as reflected in the reports filed with the
Commission by the Association of Democratic State Chairs
Dollars for Democrats Consclidated Report committee.




Checks for these transfers were made payable to the
Connecticut Democratic Party.

Certain states were asked to spend funds transferred
in September and October 1988 for the "Coordinated Campaign,*
i.e., for the portion of generic and exempt activities
allocable to federal candidates. Copies of memoranda to that
effect sent to certain state parties are being provided
herewith. Our records do not reflect whether Connecticut was
sent either of these memoranda.

"E. Please describe in detail the circumstances
surrounding your transfer of funds to the State Central
Committee or the Coordinated Campaign in September of 1988."

Answer: As reflected in its October 15, 1988
Quarterly Report filed with the Commission, the Association
of Democratic State Chairs Dollars for Democrats Consolidated
Report committee made two transfers of funds to the State
Central Committee in September of 1988: one for $13,500 on
September 6, 1988 and one for $2,405 on September 14, 1988.
These represented draws against the net amounts to which the
State Central Committee was entitled, as described in the
answer to question A above.

As noted above checks for these transfers were made
payable to the Connecticut Democratic Party. No transfers
were made specifically to the Coordinated Campaign; however,
see the answer to gquestion D above. Further, nothing in the
agreement between the ASDC and the State Central Committee
would in any way restrict or prohibit the State Central
Committee from depositing into any federal account lawfully
maintained by such State Central Committee any funds
transferred to the State Committee by the Association of
Democratic State Chairs Dollars for Democrats Consolidated
Report committee.

"F. Describe any communications involving you or
anyone known to you relative to how the above-described
transfers were to be used by the State Central Committee or
Coordinated Campaign.”




Answer: Cover memoranda accompanying quarterly and
other transfers routinely advised State Parties that the
funds transferred were to be deposited in their federal
accounts. In addition, as noted in guestion D above,
certain states were asked to spend funds transferred in
September and Octocber 1988 for the "Coordinated Campaign, "
i.e., for the portion of generic and exempt activities
allocable to federal candidates. Copies of memoranda to that
effect sent to certain state parties are being provided
herewith. Our records do not reflect whether Connecticut was
sent either of these memoranda.

This letter authorizes the Association of State Democratic
Chairs ("the Association") to solicit and accept contributions on
behalf of and as duly authorized agent of the State Democratic
Committee of VVECT i , ("the State Committee") in
conjunction with a nation aising effort undertaken by the
Association on behalf of various States Committees of the
Democratic Party. 1In connection with that fundraising effort,
this letter also authorizes the Association to make such
expenditures as are necessary to defray any expenses associated
with the fundraising program for the time period from January 1,
1988 through December 31, 1990.

The authority delegated to the Association pursuant to this
agreement is subject to the following terms and conditions:

1. The Association agrees to comply with the applicable
rovisions of the Federal Election Campaign Act of
971, as amended, (2 U.S5.C. 431 et seg.) and with any

other applicable provision of state or Federal law.
However, this condition shall take effect only upon the
State Committea having submitted to the Association a
cupI of all relevant provisions of its State law, and
shall continue in effect only so long as the State
Committee agrees to keep the Association fully and
timely informed of any relevant changes in or any
additions to its State law.

The Association shall establish an account in a
District of Columbia bank into which all contributions
raised pursuant to this agreement shall be deposited
and from which all connected expenses shall be paid.
Transactions from this account shall be restricted to
those associated with the fundraising efforts
authorized by this agreement.

.




The Association shall establish a federally reporting
committee to be called the “Dollars for Democrats -
Consolidated Report Committee” which shall report all
contributions and expenditures related to the program
to the Federal Elections Commission.

The State Committee, if it reports federally, shall
only be required to report to the Federal Elections
Commission the actual transfers to it from the
Committee established by the Association.

Each year at the completion of the fundraising program,
the Association shall provide the State Committee with
a financial report. The financial report shall
disclose in detail all contributions and expenditures
made pursuant to this agreement. With respect to each
expenditure, the report shall disclose for what purpose
the expenditures were made.

The Association shall provide gunrtarly financial
statements, including expense data, with quarterly

draws against each state's proceeds. Additional
updates on your account will be provided upon request.
Additional draws will be made subject to request and
provided that, in the Association's opinion, such draws
can be made without jeopardizing the ongoing nature of
the %rngran. At the completion of each year's drive
and following

the deduction of expenses, the
Association shall forward within a reasonable time to
each State Committee its remaining share of the
fundraising proceeds.

The Association shall obtain and keep a receipted bill
for every expenditure exceeding $100 (or in a lesser
amount if the aggregate of such expenditures to the
same person exceeds or is expected to exceed $100
during a calendar year). The receipted bill shall
contain the identification of the person to whom the
expenditure vas made, the date, the amount, and the
purpose of the expenditure.

The Association shall make and preserve photocopies of
the record of all contributions of §50 or more received
pursuant to this agreement. The Association shall make
these copies available upon any authorized audit by
State or Federal regulatory body.

All solicitations shall reflect the fact that a
contribution is being solicited on behalf of the State
Committee and all contributors shall be instructed to
make out their checks in a manner wvhich reflects the
fact that the contribution is to the State Committee.




The content of all solicitations shall conform to the
requirements of the Act and any applicable State law.

Any mailing list provided by the State Committee to the
Association or Meyer Associates for the purpose of the
program shall remain the property of the State
Committee. The Association's and Meyer Associate’'s use
of such lists shall be restricted to the purpose of the
program and the Association and Meyer Associates shall
be strictly forbidden from disseminating such lists to
any other party without the express authorization of
the State Committee. The Association shall make such
lists available to Meyer Associates only upon the
express written condition that Meyer Associates agrees
to limit its use of such lists to the purpose of the
fundraising program.

This agreement shall be terminable at will by the State
Committee subject to the following conditions. If the
State Committee should terminate prior to the beginning
of the program within its state, the State Committea
gahall be liable for its share of the program's start-up
cost. The State Committee's share of the start-up
costs shall be considered the amount of State Committee
funds the Association has retained for this purpose
from the prior year's program. After the announcement
of the program within the State, the Association shall
have the right to complete the solicitation effort
which is underway and the State Committee shall be
liable on the same basis as if the State Committee were
still particignting in the thI'--r‘lItR:ﬂqul. The
liability shall be the percentage of contributions
raised needed to defray the State Committee's share of
the expenses of the program.

This agreement shall automatically and immediately be
terminated if the Association fails to comply with an
term or condition in this agreement. In return for the
Association's services under this a nt, the State
Committee agrees that its dues to Association shall
be withheld from its proceeds.

ANSWERS OF ASDC/DEMOCRATIC VICTORY FUND
TO WRITTEN QUESTIONS UNDER ORDER

The ASDC/Democratic Victory Fund ("ASDC Victory
Fund"), by its treasurer, Ann Fishman, hereby submits the
following answers to the questions set forth in the
Commission’'s Interrogatories and Request for Production of
Documents dated February 12, 1990:

"A. Describe your organization, its purposes and the
campaign activities in which you were engaged.”

Answer: ASDC Victory Fund is a political committee
established by the Association of State Democratic Chairs
("ASDC" ), which is the organization of all chairs of the
State Democratic Parties. ASDC Victory Fund was established
to perform certain functions in connection with a fundraising
program described below.

This fundraising program was established in 1986, was
in operation in 1988, and continues in operation today.
Under this program as it operated in 1988, each participating
State Democratic Central Committee ("State Democratic
Committee"), ASDC and DNC Services Corporation ("DNC") signed
an agreement. Under this agreement, the State Democratic
Committee authorized the ASDC to solicit and accept
contributions on its behalf in conjunction with the program.

DNC agreed to undertake solicitation of contributions
to the State Democratic Committee through direct mail and
telemarketing, using the DNC's own mailing lists of
individual existing donors resident in that State and, if the
State Democratic Committee so desired, the State Democratic
Committee's own lists of existing donors as well. The copy
for each mailing was required to be approved by the State
Democratic Committee. The number of mailings in 1987 and
1988 was specified in the agreement, with the schedule of
mailings to be determined by ASDC and the DNC.

The agreement provided the option of an "Enhanced
Program, " under which the State Democratic Committee agreed
to allow the DNC to use the State Democratic Committee’s own
lists, outside the program, to raise funds for the DNC, and
the DNC agreed to undertake an additional number of mailings
for and on behalf of the State Democratic Committee.

obligations, and the other obligations of ASDC under the
agreement, including the provision of financial reports to
participating State Democratic Committees.

In addition, the State Democratic Committee, ASDC and
DNC agreed that the DNC could make mailings to lists of
prospective new donors, for and on behalf of the State
Democratic Committee. The names of any new donors resulting
from these mailings were to be used in the program and for
fundraising by the DNC itself a certain number of times
during 1988. It was further agreed that the State Democratic
Committee and DNC would each have the right to use the list
of new donors beginning January 1, 1989.

"B. What is your relationship to the DNC?"

Answer: ASDC Victory Fund is a committee of the same
political party as DNC Services Corporation/Democratic
National Committee within the meaning of 11 C.F.R. §
110.3(c)(1). However, ASDC Victory Fund is not itself a
national party committee or a part of any national party
committee.

Rather, it is a committee created specifically to
carry out the obligations of ASDC under the agreements
entered by the ASDC, DNC and each participating State
Democratic Committee, as described above. The respective
rights and obligations of ASDC and DNC under the fundraising
program are summarized in general terms in the answer to
question A above, and are set forth fully in each agreement
entered by ASDC, DNC and a participating State Democratic
Committee. A copy of the agreement entered by ASDC, DNC and
the Connecticut State Democratic Committee is being provided
to the Commission herewith.

"C. What is your relationship to the ASDC Dollars
for Democrats?"”

Answer: The ASDC Victory Fund is a committee of the
same political party as the Association of State Democratic
Chairs Dollars for Democrats Consolidated Report committee,
within the meaning of 11 C.F.R. §110.3(c)(1).

Both committees were established by the Association
of State Democratic Chairs.

They have no other relationship whatsoever.




"D. Describe any fundraising activity you undertook
in 1988 with or on behalf of the Connecticut Democratic State
Central Committee--Federal Account and the Democratic State
Central Committee--Federal Account--Coordinated Campaign."

Answer: The Connecticut Democratic State Central
Committee (“State Central Committee") participated in the
fundraising program described above under and in accordance
with an agreement among the State Central Committee, DNC and
ASDC. A copy of that agreement is being provided to the
Commission herewith. That agreement provided for direct mail
and telemarketing solicitations to be made on behalf of the
State Central Committee during 1987 and 1988, and several
such solicitations were made during 1988. Copies of all
solicitation materials are being provided to the Commission
herewith.

Transfers of the net amounts to which the State
Central Committee was entitled under the program were made
during 1988, as reflected in the reports filed with the
Commission by the ASDC Victory Fund.

Checks for these transfers were made payable to the
Connecticut Democratic Party.

No fundraising activity was undertaken specifically
for the Connecticut Democratic Party--Federal Account--
Coordinated Campaign. However, nothing in the agreement
between the ASDC, DNC and the State Central Committee would
in any way restrict or prohibit the State Central Committee
from depositing into any federal account lawfully maintained
by such State Central Committee funds transferred to that
State Central Committee by the ASDC Victory Fund.

"E. Please describe in detail the circumstances
surrounding your transfer of funds to the State Central
Committee and the Coordinated Campaign in September of 1988."

Answer: As reflected in its October 15, 1988
Quarterly Report filed with the Commission, the ASDC Victory
Fund made two transfers of funds to the State Central
Committee in September of 1988: one for $3,000 on September
6, 1988 and one for $2,313 on September 29, 1988. These
represented some of the distributions of net proceeds to
which the State Central Committee was entitled, as described
in the answer to question A above.

As noted above checks for these transfers were made
payable to the Connecticut Democratic Party. No transfers
were made specifically to the Coordinated Campaign; however,




as noted above, nothing in the agreement between the ASDC and
the State Central Committee would in any way restrict or
prohibit the State Committee from depositing into any federal
account lawfully maintained by such State Central Committee
funds transferred to the State Central Committee by the ASDC
Victory Fund.

“F. Describe any communications involving you or
anyone known to you relative to how the above-described
transfers were to be used by the Coordinated Campaign.”

Answer: Some of the cover memoranda accompanying
checks to State Central Committees indicated that the funds
should be deposited in the State Central Committee's federal
account. Otherwise, to the best of my reccllection,
information and belief, and insofar as our records reflect,
there were no communications involving the ASDC or anyone
known to us relative to how the above-described transfers
were to be used by the Coordinated Campaign.

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WHEREAS ASDC SERVICE CORPORATION ("ASDC"), the
cperational arm of the Association of State Democratic Chairs, DNC
SERVICES CORPORATION ("DNC") and the State Democratic Committee of
the state identified in the signature block below ("SDC") wish to
have ASDC and DNC conduct a direct mail (and, to the extent the
SDC 8o slects herein, telemarketing) fundraising program on beshalf
of SDC;

NOW THEREFORE, ASDC, DNC and SDC (ASDC, DNC, SDC and the
other State Democratic Committees who sxecute counterparts to this
Agresment referred to collectively as the "Participants”) do
hereby enter into this Agreement, effective as of April 1, 1987,
and hereby agree as follows:

1. ASDRC OBLICATIONS.

ASDC is hereby authorized to solicit and accept
contributions on behalf of and as duly authorized agent of
SDC in conjunction with a state-specific, direct mail (and,

if SDC elects to participate in the Enhanced Program pursuant
to Paragraph 4(e) of this Agreement, telemarketing)
fundraising program on behalf of SDC as described more fully
in Paragraph 4 of this Agreement (the "Program") and hereby
agrees to the following:

{a) ASDC shall establish and maintain a separate
bank account or accounts at a Washington, D.C. bank
solely for receipt and disbursesent of all funds raised
and expended in connection with the Program. SDC
recognizes and acknowledges that the Participants
contesmplate that other state democratic committees will
also participate in the Program and that funds allocable
to such other state democratic committees may be
deposited in the bank account(s) referred to herein; and
it hereby consents to the participation in the Program
of such other state democratic committees as ASDC and
DNC may choose in their sole discretion to allow so to
participate and to the deposit of any funds allocable to
said other committees in said bank account(s). The
comptroller of DNC and the executive director of the
ASDC shall be authorized signatories on such account(s).

(b) ASDC shall establish and register a Federal
political committee to be known as "Democratic Victory
Fund/ASDC" which shall report all contributions received
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and expenditures made in connection vith the Program to
the Tederal Election Commission (the "FEC").

(e) ASDC shall provide periodic financial
statements, including expense data, at approximately the
same time as vhen net procesds are distributed hereunder
te SDC, such statements to be provided and distributions
to be made not less than 4 times per year (determined on
a calendar year basis). Additionally, ASDC shall
provide to SDC an annual financial report disclesing all
incems received and expenditures made in connection with

the Prograa.

(d) ASDC shall obtain and keep a receipted bill
for sach expenditure it makes in excess of $100 (or in a
lesser amount if the aggregate of such expenditures to a
particular person sxceeds or is expected to excesd §100
during a calendar year) in connection with ASDC's
performance hereunder. Such receipted bill shall
identify the perscn to wvhom the expenditure vas made,
the date, the amount and purpose of the expeanditure, and
any other information required to be reported to the FEC
by the Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, as amended
(the "Act").

(#) ASDC shall maintain records of all
contributions received pursuant to the Program. Such
records shall include the denor's name, the date and
amount of each contribution received, and any other
information needed in order for the Participants or any
one of them to provide to the FEC the disclosure
information required by the Act regarding such
contributions and their donors.

(£) ASDC shall comply with all requirements of the
Act and with any other applicable federal and state laws
and regulations. In addition, it shall advise DNC in
writing as to the proper disclaimers or disclosure
statements vhich shall be included on mailings under the

Program.

RHC OBLIGATIONS

(a) DNC shall make available its direct mail
derived donor lists (limited to donors within the states
of SDC as of March 15, 1987 and updated at such
intervals as DNC may, in its sole discretion, determine
to be appropriate) for use in connection with the
Program. Use of such lists in the Program shall be
limited to 4 direct mail uses in 1987 and 6 direct mail
uses in 1988 unless SDC alects to participate in the
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Enhanced Program pursuant to Paragraph 4(e) of this
Agreement, in wvhich case use of such lists shall be
limited to 4 direct mail uses in 1987 and 9 direct-mail
uses and 2 telemarketing uses in 1988. Such use of such
lists shall be treated as a transfer betwveen party
committees (from DNC to the Federal committee
sstablished by ASDC pursuant to Paragraph 1(b) above)
and appropriately reported to the FEC. DNC reserves the
right to exclude from the lists so provided names which
it, in its sole discretion after consultation with ASDC,
believes would not yield an appropriate level of
contributions. If the value of such transfers nesds to
be determined for reporting or other purposes, it shall
be determined according to the then-prevailing fees
reaceived by DNC for use of its active doner list By
coemmarcial users and shall be recorded by DNC and
forvarded to ASDC for purposes of accurate accounting
and FEC reporting.

(b) DNC shall advance the expenses of the Program.
It shall be reimbursed for those sxpanses as set forth
in Paragraph 4(f) of this Agresment.

{(c) DNC shall provide ASDC with financial
information in such form and at such intervals as is
appropriate in order for ASDC to submit to SDC the
reports reguired pursuant to Paragraph 1l(c) of this
Agresmant. DNC shall also timely provide ASDC the
records of contributions which ASDC is required to
maintain pursuant teo Paragraph l(e) of this Agresment
and sc that ASDC may timely file any necessary reports
to the FEC.

(d) Except te the extent specifically allowved in
Paragraph J(a) of this Agreement, DNC shall not conduct
any direct-mail or other form of solicitation on its
behalf of SDC donor lists provided for use under this
Agreamant. In particular, DNC shall not conduct for its
own benefit any solicitation of those donors who appear
on SDC donor lists provided to it who contribute to the
Program or vho contribute to DNC in response to its
solicitations for ites banefit of SDC donor lists as
permitted pursuant teo Paragraph J(a) of this Agresment
unless those donors appear on other DNC lists as &
result of activities other than those undertakan
pursuant to Paragraphs 3(a) or 4 of this Agressent. In
order to further assure the security of the SDC lists
made available to DNC pursuant to Paragraph 3(a) of this
Agresment, and of those donors who contribute to DNC in
response to DNC's use thersunder, DNC will weork closely
with ASDC to establish sound procedures with respect to
the security of such lists, including procedures with




respect to confidentiality agreements by appropriate DNC
staff, consultants and vendors providing services under
this Mgresment and with respect to supervision of
mailhouse handling of such lists and the receipts
derived from the use thereof. DNC will alsoc establish
procedures vhereby its automation personnel will not
process or relesase -- except to the extent necessary in
order for the DNC to satisfy its obligations and
responsibilities under, and othervise to comply with the
requirements and regulations of, the Act or othervise
called for by the staff of the FEC = SDC-provided names
in the absance of written instructions co-signed by the
Executive Directors of DNC and ASDC.

SDC OBLIGATIONS .

(a) If, and only if, SDC elects to participate in
the Enhanced Program, it shall, and hereby agrees to,
allov DNC to use as provided in this Paragraph 3(a) at
DNC's own expense outside the Program the list of donors
to SDC's "Dollars for Democrats™ program for the
previous 24 months. If the SDC elects to participate in
the Enhanced Program but does not have a Dellar for
Democrats program, it shall, and hereby s to, allow
DNC to use as provided in this Paragraph 3(a) such lists
of SDC donors vhich DNC determines in its scole judgment
is comparable in size and guality to the lists that
vould exist if SDC had such a program. Such DNC use
shall be limited to two direct-sail-only uses in 1988,
ona such use oceurr no later than 2 veeks after the
conclusion of the 1988 Democratic National Convention
and one such use occurring in September or October,
1988. DNC shall neot conduct any further solicitation of
those doners who contribute to it pursuant to the two
uses described in the previous sentence unless those
donors appear on other DNC lists obtained by DNC as a
result of activities other than the activities under

this Paragraph 3(a) or under Paragraph 4 of this

t. SDC is not obligated to participate in the
Enhanced Program. If such SDC does not elect to
participate in the Enhanced Program, DNC is not granted
hereunder any right to use SDC domor lists for DNC-only
purposes. SDC acknowledges that it may not participate
in the Enhanced Program unless it makes its donor lists
;uuhbh for DNC use as described in this Paragraph

(a).




(b) If SDC chooses to include its own doner lists
in the Program, it shall update such lists at such times

as DNC may reguest.

(c) SDC agrees to permit DNC to use, in connection
vith Prospect Mail pursuant to Paragraph 5 of this
Agresment, copy approved for mailings under the Program.

4. THE PROGRAM.

The state-specific, fundraising program (the "Program" )
contemplated by this Agreement and to be executed and
directed by DNC on behalf of the Participants is as follows:

(a) Mailings to existing Donors.

DNC's direct mail donors in SDC's state shall serve
O as the foundation for this program, subject to DNC's
reservation of right pursuant to Paragraph 2(a) te

contributions. In this regard, SDC hereby agrees to

C allow DNC to test SDC-provided lists, using sample sizes
of no more than 2000 names, sc that DNC may determine

M vhether to include SDC-provided lists in the Program.

(b) Approval of CORY.

(1) DNC shall submit copy to SDC at least
21 days prier to the date upen which approval
of copy is required.

(11) SDC must approve in writing all such
copy prior to the approval date in order to
insure the corresponding scheduled mail date
will be met. If SDC does not approve the copy
in a timely manner, DNC is not obligated to
conduct the proposed mailing and shall not be
responsible to ASDC or SDC for any revenues
which ASDC or SDC may lose if such proposed
mailing is cancelled, delayed or not
rescheduled.




Access to Donor Lists.

(1) All names provided or derived from DNC
donor lists shall resmain the sole property of
DNC.

(14) All names provided or derived from SDC
donor lists shall remain the sole property of
SDC, subject to DNC's right to use such lists
pursuant to Paragraph 3(a) of this Agresmant
in the event that SDC elects to participate in
the Enhanced Prograa.

(1i44) DNC shall provide ASDC, which shall
provide SDC, vith a monthly accounting listing
the doner's name, address and contribution
amount for all contributions received in
connection with the Program from those donors
whe give $100 or more in connection wvith the
:rnqu- or who are listed on the SDC-provided
ists.

(iv) DNC is strictly prohibited from making
any use of SDC donor lists other than those
specifically provided for in this Agressant.

(v) SDC and ASDC are strictly prohibited
from making any use of DNC donor lists other
than those specifically provided for in this
Agreement. In particular, without limitation,
ASDC and SDC shall not cause to be solicited
outside of the Program DNC donor lists or
individuals on such lists who contribute under
the Program.

Scheduls.

(1) The schedule for mailings under the
Program shall be determined by DNC upon
consultation with ASDC.

(11) Prospect mailing conducted by DNC
pursuant to Paragraph S of this Agresment
shall occur from time to time as determined by
DNC. DNC shall notify SDC of such prospect
mailing at least 7 days in advance thereof.

(141) All such scheduled mailings are
contingent upon receipt by DNC of final
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written approval of copy in accordance with
Paragraph 4(b) above.

(e) Enhanced Proqram-

I1f SDC so slects in writing mo later than
January 15, 1988, it may participate in the Enhanced
Program described in this Paragraph 4(e), subject to its
obligation under Paragraph 4(a) to make certain SDC
donor lists there-described available for DNC use as
there-described and provided that an appropriate number
of other State Democratic Committees, as determined by
DNC in its sole discretion, also so slect. Under the
Enhanced Program, DNC shall conduct in 1988 on bshalf of
the Participants therein 9 (rather than 6§)
state-specific direct mail uses and two telemarketing
uses of the DNC- and SDC-provided lists.

(£) Expanses.

DNC shall advance as a contribution to ASDC the
costs of the Program, except that it shall be reimbursed
for tha following sxpenses:

(1) Direct productien costs and services of
the Program, such as postage, printing,
mailhouse and production ceordination ia the
case of direct-mail sclicitation, and
analogous direct production costs in the case
of telemarketing solicitations;

(11) A monthly consulting fee payable to
Coyle, Malchow & O'Brien or similar
organization, wvhich fee shall net, without the
prior approval of ASDC (vhich approval shall
not be unreasonably withheld), exceed $3,000
per month;

(411) A copyvriting fee, vhich fee shall not,
without the prior approval of ASDC (which
approval shall not be unreasonably wvithheld),
exceed $3,000 per approved mailing package;

(iv) $28,000 per annua ($21,000 for the
pericd April 1, 1987 through December 31,
1987) to pay the costs of the half-time
services of 2 DNC direct-mail staff;

(v) $500 per month to cover DNC's
out-of -pocket sxpenses, provided that it can
demonstrate expsnses at that level to the




satisfaction of ASDC, such satisfaction not te
be unreasonably withheld. DNC shall be
reimbursed for these costs, as described
above, out of gross receipts collected in
connection with the Program.

DNC shall be reimbursed for all costs, expeanses and
salaries advanced and expended as described above out of
gross receipts collected in connection with the Program.
Such reimbursements shall be made before any net
proceeds from the program are distributed to SDC. In no
sevent shall such reimbursements be made any later than
the 15th day of the month follewing the closs of each
quarter-year period (determined on a calendar year
basis) or made in an amount less than the advances and
sxpenditures made by DNC up through the last day of each
such qQuarter-year pericd. DNC shall timely submit to
ASDC an invoice for the payments to DNC to be made

heresunder.

(g) Uss of In-State Fost Office Boxes.

All funds received in connection with the Program
shall be solicited to an in-state post office box
established by DNC and forwarded directly to DNC in
Washington, D.C. to be processed, cashiered and

deposited by DNC in one of the account(s) described in
Paragraph 1l(a) above.

(h) DRistribution of Proceeds and Allocation of
Coatas.

Proceeds from the Program shall be distributed as
follows, subject to the requirements of Paragraph 4(f)
pertaining to the timing and amount of reimburseasnt
made to DNC:

First, direct production costs and services,
overhead costs, and out-of-pocket expenses (all as more
fully described in paragraph 4(f) of this Agreement)
incurred by DNC in connection with its performance
hereunder shall be paid te DNC,

Second, all expenses incurred by ASDC in connection
with its performance hersunder, and any dues of SDC to
ASDC which are unpaid and owing, shall bs paid to ASDC,

Third, all remaining proceeds shall be distributed
to SDC. In distributing the proceeds froa the Program,
SDC and ASDC recognize that the costs which DNC incurs
in connection with the Program and for which it may be
reimbursed under Paragraph 4(f) of this Agreement are
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incurred in connection with mailings under the Program
vhich are conducted collectively on behalf of both SDC
and participating state democratic committees other than
SDC. In recognition that the costs of the Program are
"Joint"™, SDC and ASDC specifically authorize DNC to
allocate the costs of the Program among SDC and the
other participating state democratic committees. The
basic principle to be folloved in making these
allocations shall be to allocate such costs among the
participating state democratic committees in accordance
with the ratio which the volume of mail under the
Frogram for the relevant periocd on behalf of a
particular participating state democratic committee
bears to the total volume of mail under the Program for
that period. DNC shall implement this principle of
allocation in such fashion as it, after consultation
with ASDC, deems appropriate; and ASDC and SDC hereby
specifically vaive any right they may have to challenge,
dispute or otherwvise contest such alleocation.

MAILINGS TO ACOUIRE NEW DONORS ("PROSPECT MAIL
ERQGRANM" ) -

(a) ASDC, DNC and SDC recognize a mutual benefit
in adding nev donors to the list of contributors to
Democratic party organizations. Therefore, ASDC and SDC
expressly agree to parmit DNC to use, in connection with
mailings designed to acquire nev donors ("Prospect
Mail"), the state-specific copy approved for mailings
under the Frogram. Prospect Mail as used in this
Agresment shall refer to mailings using such
state-spacific copy and designed to acquire names of new
donors. Accordingly, such state-specific copy shall not
be thereafter mailed to the donors whose names are so
acquired unless as part of the Program or unless those
names appear independently on other lists acquired by
DNC pursuant to Paragraph 5(b) below and used in
connection with the Frospect Mail Frogram.

(b) Lists for Prospect Mail shall be generated
from names acquired by DNC from national lists, voter
files, automated potantial donor lists supplied by SDC.
atc.

(c) For ease of administration, Prospect Mail
receipts received on behalf of the Participants shall be
deposited in a bank account separate from that
established for the Program.

(d) DNC shall advance to the other Participants
the costs of Prospect Mail, subject to reimbursement
from the proceeds therecf. For these purposes, the




costs of Prospect Mail shall include direct production
costs (including, without limitation, list acquisition
costs), plus a production coordination fee of $25 per
1,000 pileces mailed to cover overhead expenses. The
principles of the flush language following

Paragraph 4(f)(v) shall apply in determining wvhen DNC
shall be reimbursed its cost. DNC shall distribute the
proceeds from the Prospect Mail Program annually. SDC
hereby authorizes DNC to apply the principles set forth
in Paragraph 4(h) in distributing the net proceeds, and
allocating the costs, of Prospect Mail wvhich may have
been jointly incurred in connection with Prospect Mail
directed to the state of SDC as well as to other states
among the states involved in such manner as DNC deems
appropriate. ASDC and SDC hereby wvaive any right thay
may have to challenge, dispute, or otherwvise contest
such allocations.

(e) In no event, shall the reimbursements of
expenses made to DNC in a calendar year pursuant to
Paragraph 5(d) of this Agreement exceed in aggregate the
gross proceeds derived in aggregate during that calendar
year from Prospect Mail activities. If the gross
proceeds derived in aggregate from Prospect Mail during
a calendar year are less than the expenses of such
Prospect Mail during that year, DNC shall bear the loss
and SDC shall not be liable therefor.

(f) ASDC and SDC expressly agree that names
acquired pursuant to Prospect Mail may be used in the
Program and shall not otharwvise be used by ASDC or SDC
until January 1, 1989. ASDC, SDC and DNC further
expressly hereby agree that, from the date hereof until
December 31, 1988, DNC may use for DNC fundraising
purposes the donor lists derived from FProspect Mail
hereunder the same number of times as such lists are
used in the Program, provided that (i) such uses by DNC
are limited to direct-mail uses only and (ii) such lists
shall not be used by DNC, or made available for use by
it, for fundraising appeals mailed to the state of SDC
on behalf of candidates without the permission of SDC,
except that nothing herein shall prevent DNC from using
such lists in connection with joint fundraising
activities with the various pre- and/or post-Convention
political committees established by the Party's eventual
1988 Presidential and/or Vice-Presidential nominees.

Any use by DNC in such joint fundraising activities
shall count as a use by it for purposes of applying the
limitation set forth in the preceding sentence on the
number of times DNC can use the list. Commencing
January 1, 1989, SDC and DNC will each have complete and
separate ownership, unencumbered by the rights of the




other, in the lists derived by Prospect Mail, and each
may make unrestricted use of such lists without any
obligation to seek permission of the other therefor,
except that SDC agrees that it shall not obtain any
right, title or interest in, or make any use vhatsoever
of, names derived by Prospect Mail of donors residing
outside of its state and hereby expressly waives any
rights to those names. Nothing herein shall limit DNC's
right to use names of donors contributing in response to
Prospect Mail activities hersunder if those names appear
on other DNC lists derived as a result of activities
outside of this Agreemant.

(g) Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
shall be construed to give ASDC or SDC a right to
acquire the names of donors to DNC. In particular, ASDC
and SDC agree that they have no right under this
Agreemant to acquire names of donors responding to other
prospect mailings by DNC not using state-specific copy
originally approved and used for mailing under the
Program, regardless of whether such other prospect
mailings may have used some or a portion of the same
lists used for Prospect Mail hereunder; and DNC shall
have no obligation to use the proceeds of such other
prospect mailings to offset the losses, if any,
experienced in connection with one or more mailings
under the Prospect Mail Program. ASDC and SDC also

agree they have no right to acquire the lists of names
provided by DNC pursuant to Paragraph 2(a) of this
Agreesment.

SOLICITATIONS .

ASDC shall advise DNC in a timely fashion of the
appropriate disclaimer to be used in connection with the
solicitations contemplated hersunder.

EXRIRATION OF AGREEMENT .

Mailings and telemarketing efforts pursuant to this
Agreement shall not be conducted after December 31, 1988
unless the Participants agree in writing to extend such
period, except that DNC, if it reasonably determines after
consultation with ASDC that the benefits to be derived from
future activities under the Program or the Prospect Mail
Program, or both, as the case may be, will not be
commensurate with the costs thereof, may terminate at any
time the Program or the Prospect Mail Program, or both, as
the case may be, and its obligations with respect thereto
(including without limitaticn, its obligations under
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Paragraph 2 of this Agreement) upon 15 days' written notice,
Upon termination of the Program or the Prospect Mail Program,
or both, as the case maY ba, the Participants shall proceed
expeditiously to wind-up the activities related thereto under
this Agreement, including collection of any cutstanding
contributions and payment of any unpaid expenses. DNC shall
be reimbursed in full for all reimbursable expenses it
inecurred under this Agreement with respect to the Program
and/or the Prospect Mail Program, as the case may be, by neo
later than the last day of the 3rd full calendar month
following terminatien of such program(s).

8. MISCELLANEQUS .

(a) By entering into this Agreement, none of the
Participants assumes or accepts directly or indirectly
responsibility of the payment of any financial
obligations or debts of the others vhich exist or may be
incurred independently of this Agresmant.

(b) This Agresment constitutes the entire
agresment between the Participants and may not be
N altered, changed or modified except by prior written
agreement among all the Participants hereto.

telemarketing) fundraising program on behalf of S5DC; and

WHEREAS ASDC, DNC AND SDC desire to alter, change or
modify said Agreedent; and

WHEREAS pursuant to Paragraph 8(b) said Agreement may
be altered, changed or modified only by prior writtan agreement
among all tha Participants thersto;

NOW THEREFORE, ASDC, DNC, and SDC (ASDC, DNC, SODC and

"A. What is your relationship to the Association of State
Democratic Chairs/Dollars for Democrats?"

: The DNC is a committee of the same political party
as the Association of State Democratic Chairs/Dollars for
Democrats within the meaning of 11 C.F.R. 110.3 (c)(l), but has
no other relationship.

"B. What is your relationship to the ASDC Victory Fund?"

Answer: The DNC is a committee of the same political party
as ASDC Victory Fund within the wmeaning of 11 C.F.R. 110.3
(c) (1). DNC participates in an ASDC Victory Fund fundraising
program. This fundraising program was established in 1987 and
includes ASDC, DNC, and individual state party committees. In
this program the DNC serves in a capacity similar to a mail house
vendor. The DNC agrees to undertake solicitation of
contributions to the state party committee through direct mail,
using the DNC’s own mailing lists of individual existing donors

ASDC reimburses DNC for direct production costs; a
monthly consulting fee to a DNC vendor; a monthly copywriting
fee; the costs of the services of certain DNC staff; and
specified amounts to cover other DNC out-of-pocket expenses.
{Included with the documents submitted is a copy of the contract
entered into by ASDC, DNC and Connecticut State Central
Committee) .

C. "Describe in detail the circumstances surrounding your
transfers to the State Central Committee and the Coordinated
Campaign in October and November of 1988".

Answer: The circumstances resulting in each transfer are as
follows: (1) a check request is completed by a DNC employee
requesting a transfer of funds to the state committee; (2) the
check request is submitted to the appropriate division director
for his/her approval; (3) once approved the check request is
submitted to the Comptroller’s Office; (4) the Comptroller’s
Office in conjunction with the Legal Office determines which DNC
account the check should be written on; (5) the Comptroller’s

Office writes the check; and, (6) the Legal Office ensures that
the appropriate cover letter instructing the state committee on
relevant provisions of federal election law accompanies the
check.

D. "Describe in detail any communications involving you or
anyone known to you relative to how the above-described transfers
were to be used by the S5tate Central Committee and the
coordinated campaign".

Answer: The cover letters discussed in answer C, and
included in the production of documents, and numerous telephone
conversations between DNC staff and state party officials,
explaining the contents of the cover letter, were the only such
communications.

DNC will also establish
procedures vhersby its sutomation personnel will not
process or release -- except to the extant necessary in
order for the DNC to satisfy its obligations and
responsibilities under, and othervise to comply with the
requirements and regulations of, the Act or othervise
called for by the staff of the FEC -- SDC-provided names
in the absance of written instructions co-signed by the
Executive Directors of DNC and ASDC.

SDC OBLIGATIONS .

(a) 1f, and only if, SDC elects to participate in
the Enhanced Program, it shall, and hereby agrees to,
allow DNC to use as provided in this Paragraph 3(a) at
DNC's own axpense outside the Program the list of donors
to SDC's "Dollars for Democrats” program for the
previous 24 months. If the SDC elects to participate in
the Enhanced Program but does mot have a Dollar for
Democrats program, it shall, and hereby agrees to, allow
DNC to use as provided in this Paragraph 3(a) such lists
of SDC donors vhich DNC determines in its scole judgment
is comparable in size and quality to the lists that
would exist if SDC had such a program. Such DNC use
shall be limited to two direct-mail-only uses in 1988,
one such use occurring no later than 2 weeks after the
conclusion of the 1988 Democratic National Convention
and one such use occurring in September or October,
1988. DNC shall mot conduct any further solicitation of
those donors who centribute to it pursuant to the two
uses described in the previous sentence unless those
donors appear on other DNC lists obtained by DNC as a
result of sctivities other than the activities under

this Paragraph 3(a) or under Paragraph 4 of this
Agreemen

t. SDC is not obligated to participate in the
Enhanced Program. If such SDC does not elect to
participate in the Enhanced Program, DNC is not granted
hereunder any right to use SDC donor lists for DNC-only
purposes. SDC acknovliedges that it may not participate
in the Enhanced Program unless it makes its donor lists
available for DNC use as described in this Paragraph
J(a).
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(b) If SDC chooses to include its own donor lists
in the Program, it shall update such lists at such times
as DNC may request.

(¢) SDC agrees to permit DNC to use, in connection
vith Prospect Mail pursuant to Paragraph S of this
Agreement, copy approved for mailings under the Program.

THE _EROCGRAM -
The state-specific, fundraising prograa (the "Program")

contemplated by this Agresment and to be sxecuted and
directed by DNC on behalf of the Participants is as follows:

(a) Mailings to existing Donors.

DNC's direct mail donors in SDC's state shall serve
as the foundation for this program, subject to DNC's
reservation of right pursuant to Paragraph 2(a) te
exclude from the lists so provided names which it, in
its sole discretion after consultation with ASDC,
believes would not yield an appropriate level of
contributions. Additienally, SDC, at its discretionm,
may choose to include its own donor lists in the
Program, subject to the requirement that the only donors
so included are those who have contributed to SDC within
the past 24 months and subject to the right of DNC to
exclude from the lists so provided names which it, in
its sole discretion after consultation with ASDC,
believes would not yield an appropriate level of
contributions.

(111) All such scheduled mailings are
contingent upon receipt by DNC of final
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written approval of copy in accordance with
Paragraph 4(b) above. :

1f SDC smo elects in writing no later than
January 15, 1988, it may participate in the Enhanced
Program described in this Paragraph 4(e), subject to its
obligation under Paragraph #(a) to make certain SDC
denor lists there~described available for DNC use as
there-described and provided that an appropriate number
of other State Democratic Committees, as determined by
DNC in its sole discretion, also so slect. Under the
Enhanced Program, DNC shall conduct in 1988 on behalf of
the Participants therein 9 (rather than 6)
state-specific direct mail uses and twvo telemarketing
uses of the DNC- and SDC-provided lists.

The Office of the General Counsel reguests that the Audit
Division perform a funds available analysis using the "modified
FIFO" method in MUR 3028, This "modified FIFO" method was used
in the analysis performed in MUR 2994.

The issue in this matter is whether the Democratic State
Central Committee /Federal Account/Coordinated Campaign and its
treasurer used funds received from national party committees to
finance volunteer and get-ocut-the-vote activities. It is our
preliminary conclusion that the state party had insufficient
funds to pay for volunteer and get-out-the-vote activities
without using funds received from the national party committees.

Some of the questionable expenditures were made during the
period covered by the 1988 October Quarterly Report. In this
report, the committee disclosed that its cash-on-hand balance as
of August 15, 1988 was zero. During this reporting pericd, the
committee disclosed total receipts of $71,620,00 and total
disbursements of $61,534.99, During this same time, the
committee received 52,405 and 513,500 from ASDC Dollars for
Democrats and $3,000 from ASDC Victory Fund (see Attachment 1,
Page 5, Items A & B) and spent 520,508.20 on such items as

posters, T-shirts, buttons, strips, flyers, and balloons, items
which are normally used in connection with volunteer activities
(see Attachment 1: Page 6, Item I; Page 7, Items E & H; Page 8,
Item A; and Page 9, Item A)., It appears that the committee did
not have sufficient funds to cover the entire cost of the
volunteer activities without using funds transferred from ASDC
pollars for Democrats and ASDC Victory Fund,

The other questionable expenditures were made during the
period covered by the 1988 30 Day Post-Election Report. In this
report, the committee disclosed a cash-on-hand balance of
$35,034.25, total receipts of $5200,899.97 and total
disbursements of 5$217,831.46. During this same time, the
committee received 574,842.231 from the Democratic National
Committee (see Attachment 3, Page 9, Items A & B) and spent
$18,642.29 on get-cut-the-vote activity and get-out-the-vote
card printing (see Attachment 3, Page 12, Item A and Page 15,
Items A through E). It appears that the committee did not have
sufficient funds to cover the entire cost of the
get-out-the-vote activity without using funds transferred from
the DNC.

The 1988 October Quarterly Report, the 1988 30 Day
Post-Election Report, the amendments to these reports, and
invoices from the vendors who supplied the questionable items
are attached.
