BELIEVE RECOMMENDATION - BILL JONES FOR US
SENATE - FAILURE TO FILE 48-HOUR NOTICES UNDER

THE ADMINISTRATIVE FINE PROGRAM

We are withdrawing and resubmitting the Bill Jones for US Senate document
circulated to the Commission on June 16, 2004. The resubmission memo corrects the
proposed civil money penalty Please note that the original
submission incorrectly calculated the proposed civil money penalty.

Attached is the name of a principal campaign committee that has failed to file a
48-hour notice with the Commission for contributions received from the close of books
for the 12 Day Pre-General Report up to 48 hours before the November 2, 2004 General
Election in accordance with 2 U.S.C. 434(a)(6) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.5(f). Bill Jones for
US Senate represents a candidate who lost the General Election and failed to file 48-hour

notices for contributions totaling $57,500.00.

On September 27, 2004, Prior Notice was sent to the committee which included a
section detailing the requirements for filing 48-hour notices. The section read as follows:

“Notices are required if the committee receives contributions (including in-kind gifts or
advances of goods or services; loans from the candidate or other non-bank sources;
and guarantees or endorsements of loans to the candidate or committee) of $1,000 or
more, during the period of October 14 through October 30, 2004. The notices must reach
the appropnate federal and state filing offices within 48 hours of the committee’s receipt

of the contribution(s).”
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A 48-hour notice is required to report all types of contributions of a $1,000.00 or
more, to any authorized committee of a candidate, including contributions from the
candidate, loans from the candidate and other non-bank sources and endorsements or
guarantees of loans from banks, as per, 11 C.F.R § 104.5(f).

We have attached an information sheet which includes the name, date of receipt
and amount of the contribution for which a 48-hour notice was not filed.

In accordance with the schedule of civil money penalties outlined within 11 C.F.R
§111.44, this committee should be assessed the civil money penalty so indicated.

Recommendation
1. Find reason to believe that Bill Jones for US Senate and Terry Stone, Treasurer,
violated 2 U.S.C. 434(a)(6) and make a preliminary determination that a civil money

penalty of $6,650.00 be assessed.

2. Send the appropriate mailgram.

A copy of such Notice with his name highlighted is enclosed
herewith.

e All of the remaining contributions listed were received through the Jones Senate
Victory Committee (C00402396), a joint fundraiser committee. The Bill Jones
for U.S. Senate Committee received a contribution in the amount of $64,390.51
from such committee on November 22, 2005. A listing of the detail of the
contribution is enclosed herewith and lists all of the contributions received on
behalf of Bill Jones, which totaled $94,675.00. Our campaign should have shown
the individual contributions as memo entries received from the Jones Senate
Victory Committee. However, the memo did not show the committee name and
maybe why you considered these contributions as having been received directly
by the Bill Jones for U.S. Senate Committee. Please note that there was a
$30,284.49 difference in what the Jones Senate Victory Committee received and
what was passed through to the Bill Jones for U.S. Senate Committee.

o The Jones Senate Victory Committee should have filed the required 48-Hour
Notices for the individual contributions received through it. We were assured that
this would be done. We had no control over such committee.

¢ Under the Administrative Fine Program, political committees and their treasurers who fail to
file their reports (including 48-hour notices) on time may be subject to civil money penalties
up to $16,000 (or more for repeat late- and non-filers).® For additional information, see the
enclosed handout entitled, “Administrative Fine Program,” and visit the FEC web site at
http://www.fec.gov/af.shtml.

On June 22, 2005, the Federal Election Commission (“the Commission”) found reason to
believe (“RTB”) that Bill Jones for U.S. Senate and Terry Stone, as Treasurer (“the
respondents”), violated 2 U.S.C. § 434(a) for failing to file 48-Hour Notices for 39 contributions
of $1,000 or more received between October 14 and 30, 2004, totaling $57,500 and made a
preliminary determination that the civil money penalty was $6,650 based on the schedule of
penalties at 11 C.F.R. § 111.44. The respondents were notified by the Reports Analysis Division
via mailgram on June 29, 2005 of the Commission’s RTB finding and civil money penalty.

Respondents’ Response

On August 1, 2005, the Commission received the written response and supporting
documentation (“challenge”) from the Treasurer. He raises two issues in the challenge: the
$2,000 contribution received from Gregg Esakoff was included on the 48-Hour Notice dated

‘October 22, 2004, and the remaining contributions were received from the Jones Senate Victory

Committee, on November 22, 2004, and that the joint fundraising committee should have filed
the 48-Hour Notices. ‘

Analvsis of Challenge

The principal campaign committee of a candidate must notify the Commission, in

" writing, of any contribution of $1,000 or more received after the 20" day but more than 48 hours

before the General Election and this 48-hour notification shall be in addition to all other
reporting requirements under the Act. 2 U.S.C. § 434(a)(6)(A) and 11 CF.R. § 104.5(f).]

Commission records show that the contribution from Mr. Esakoff was reported on the
October 22 48-Hour Notice which was received on October 23, 2004.

After the Commission’s RTB finding, the respondents filed amended 30 Day Post-
General Reports on July 5 and 20, 2005. The July 5 amendment lists two ‘“Parent
Transaction[s]” for the Jones Senate Victory Committee, one of which occurred on November
22. Included on the list of contributions making up this $64,390.51 transfer are the other 38
contributions for which 48-Hour Notices were not filed (OAR has bracketed these contributions).
In his cover letter for the July 20 amendment. the Treasurer states that the Committee “did not
receive these funds until late November from the Jones Senate Victory Commitiee or any

- information about such receipts.”

! See also MUR 4319.
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‘ Schedule A of the Committee’s amended 30 Day Post-General Report (received in May
2005) discloses the receipt of this $64,390.51 transfer from the joint fundraising committee on
November 22. Because the respondents received the transfer after the 48-Hour Notice reporting

period for the 2004 General Election, they were not required to file 48-Hour Notices for any
contributions of $1,000 or more received as part of the transfer.

‘ The Reviewing Officer determined that the respondents timely filed one of the
contributions on a 48-Hour Notice and were not required to file 48-Hour Notices for the other
contributions received as part of the November 22 transfer from the joint fundraising committee.
The Reviewing Officer, therefore, recommends that the Commission take no further action and
close the file.

OAR Recommendations

il) Take no further action in AF# 1407 that Bill Jones for U.S. Senate and Terry Stone, as
. Treasurer, violated 2 U.S.C. § 434(a) and close the file; and
(2) Send the appropriate letter.

On June 22, 2005, the Federal Election Commission ("'the Commission") found reason to
believe ("RTB") that Bill Jones for U.S. Senate and you, as Treasurer ("the respondents"),
violated 2 U.S.C. § 434(a) for failing to file 48-Hour Notices for 39 contributions of $1,000 or
more received between October 14 and 30, 2004. By letter dated June 29, 2005, the Commission
sent you notification of the RTB finding that included a civil money penalty calculated at RTB of
$6,650 in accordance with the schedule of penalties at 11 CFR § 111.44. On August 1, 2005, the
Office of Administrative Review received your written response and supporting documentation
("challenge") challenging the RTB finding.

The Reviewing Officer reviewed the Commission’s RTB finding with its supporting
documentation and your challenge. Based on this review, the Reviewing Officer recommended
that the Commission take no further action with respect to 2 US.C. § 434(a) because the
challenge presented evidence that you timely filed one of the contributions on a 48-Hour Notice
and were not required to file 48-Hour Notices for the remaining contributions received as part of
the November 22 transfer from the joint fundraising committee. The basis for the Reviewing
Officer’s recommendation was included in the Final Determination Report, a copy of which was
sent to you on November 13, 2006.

On December 7, 2006, the Commission adopted the Reviewing Officer's
recommendation to take no further action against the respondents with respect to
2 U.S.C. § 434(a).
