In a referral 1/ to the Office of General Counsel the

Reports Analysis Division questioned whether the Fund for a

Conservative Majority ("FCM"), within the purview of 2 U.s.C.

S 441a(a) (7) (B) (ii) and 11 C.F.R. S 109.1(d) (1), financed the

dissemination, distribution or republication of campaign

materials prepared by the Reagan for President Comittee. If

this occurred, then FCM violated 2 U.S.C. 5 441a(a) by making

excessive in-kind contributions to the Reagan Campaign.

On June 9, 1981, the Commission found reason to believe that

FCM violated 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a) and authorized the General

Counsel to send a letter and notification regarding the

Commission's finding to FCM. In addition, the Commission

authorized the Office of General Counsel to send interrogatories

to FCM in an effort to clarify whether FCM recorded speeches or

utterances made by Ronald Reagan and if those recordings were

used by FCM in communications to the public in support of the

Reagan candidacy. FCM, through its counsel, J. Curtis Berge,

1/ The original referral was sent to the Office of General
Counsel on April 4, 1980.

II. Statement of the Case

On November 13, 1979, Ronald Reagan delivered a speech

announcing he was a candidate for the Republican nomination for

President. _2/ This speech was broadcast on the public airwaves.

OD FCM contracted with Rhatican and Associates, Inc., formerly of

"Tr Arlington, Virginia, to record the Reagan speech. Rhatican and

0 Associates had the broadcast recorded by Pyramid Video. The cost

of recording the broadcast was $62.40.

FCM produced a series of fourteen thirty and sixty second

radio advertisements in support of Ronald Reagan's candidacy for

President. Six of these advertisements included excerpts using

2/ Although Ronald Reagan did not announce his candidacy until

Counsel for FCM states that the fact that Reagan was going

to make a speech was general knowledge, the speech having

received advance press coverage. Counsel further states, and the

Commission has no evidence indicating otherwise, that 7CM had "no

Ocommunication with the Reagan campaign committee regarding the

speech, the recording of the speech, or the subsequent use of the

0 recording."

In addition, FCM used another Reagan speech which was

obtained from a reprint in the Washington Post. We have no

information as to when or where this speech was given by Ronald

Reagan. Parts of the speech were used in an advertisement in the

November 1979 issue of a periodical known as the Conservative

Digest. The Digest is a Falls Church subsidiary of the Viguerie

From the docments supplie it appears that the

aforementioned expenditures by 1CM were restricted to

Ronald Reagan's primary election campaign and do not extend to

the general election period.

III. Legal Analysis

The issue in this case is whether expenditures made by FCK

for producing and placing advertisements supporting Ronald

Reagan's candidacy which used excerpts from two speeches given by

Ronald Reagan are in-kind contributions or independent

expenditures. Since the Commission has no evidence that 7CM

recorded or used the speeches or made the advertisements in

cooperation, consultation or concert, with or at the request or

suggestion of the Reagan campaign, determination of the issue

hinges on whether FCM's activities come within the scope of

2 U.S.C. S 44la(a) (7) (B) (ii) and 11 C.F.R. 5 109.1(d) (1).

Title 2, United States Code Section 44la(a) (7)(B) (ii) states

that
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Title II, Code of Federal Regulations Section 109.1(d)(I)

expands on this by stating that:

The financing of the dissemination, dis-
tribution or republication, in whole or in
part, of any broadcast or any written,
graphic, or other form of campaign materials
prepared by the candidate, his campaign
committees, or their authorized agents shall
be considered a contribution for the purpose
of contribution limitations and reporting
responsibilities by the person making the
expenditure but shall not be considered an
expenditure by the candidate or his authorized
committees unless made with the cooperation or
with the prior consent of, or in consultation
with, or at the request or suggestion of, a
candidate or any authorized agent or committee
thereof.

Thus, it should be pointed out that with the facts before

the Commission of no Reagan involvement, even if the expenditure

is determined to be an in-kind contribution by FCM, it would not

be considered, for purposes of the Reagan campaign, a

oD contribution. As is stated in the Explanation and Justification

Nq of Regulations which accompanied 11 C.F.R. S 109.1(d)(1), [s]uch

expenditures could be made without the knowledge or control of

the candidate, and this section affects only the person making

V_ Similar language is used in 11 C.F.R. S 114.3 which concerns
distribution of partisan communications to certain individuals by
corporations and labor organizations. One of the qualifications
for distributing such material is "[tlhat the material
constitutes a communication of the views of the corporation or
the labor organization, and is not simply the republication or
reproduction in whole or in part, of any broadcast transcript or
tape or any written, graphic, or other form of campaign materials
prepared by the candidate, his or her campaign committees, or
their authorized agents."

Legislative History

Title 2, United States Code Section 441a(a) (7) (B) (Li)

(Section 320(a)(7)(B)(ii) of the Federal Zlection Campaign Act of

1971, as amended) was enacted into law on May 11, 1976 as part of

the 1976 Amendments to the Act. Research of the legislative

history of the 1976 Amendments provides limited insight into this

provision. Section 441a(a) (7) (B) (ii) was contained in both

S. 3065 and H.R. 12406 which served as the basis for the 1976

Amendments. §/ The Report of the Senate Committee on Rules and

Administration which accompanied S. 3065 made no specific

reference to the purpose of Section 441a(a)(7)(B)(ii). S. Rep.

No. 677, 94th Cong. 2nd Seas. (1976). Neither is there any

Senate floor debate on S. 3065 which elaborates on the purpose of

this provision.

The Report of the Committee on House Administration which

accompanied H.R. 12406 makes limited reference to Section



441a(a) (7) (B) (ii) but offers no real insight. Ybfp@t*

The debate on H.R. 12406 on the floor of the House did not

further elaborate on Section 441a(a) (7) (B) (ii).

The Conference Report accompanying S. 3065 makes no specific

mention of the purpose behind Section 441a(a)(7)(B)(ii), but the

section of the report dealing with contribution and expenditure

limitations states generally that the definition of contribution

distinguishes between independent expressions of an individual's

views and the use of an individual's resources to aid a candidate

in a manner indistinguishable in substance from the direct

payment of cash to a candidate. H.R. Rep. No. 1057, 94th Cong.,

2nd Sess. 59 (1976). The only comment on Section

441a(a) (7)(B)(ii) by either the Senate or the House in the floor

debate on the conference substitute was made in the House.

Thus, the only clear purpose that can be drawn from the

legislative history is that Congress did not want the

contribution limitations of the Act circumvented by allowing an

individual or organization to distribute campaign material

prepared by the candidate.

Further, a review of the Explanation and Justification of

Regulations accompanying 11 C.F.R. S 109.1(d) is absent of any

intent behind the regulation. The only comment which was made

was previously mentioned concerning not attributing a

contribution to a candidate when campaign materials are

distributed without the candidate's knowledge or control.

MUR and Advisory Opinion History

A review of the Advisory Opinions and MURs considered by the

Commission reveals only one instance in which the Commission

California Friends of Reagan. That case arose when Mr. Garvaod

reported as an independent expenditure the payment of $5,000 to

the Friends of Reagan Committee for the purpose of arranging a

television broadcast of a previously recorded speech of

Ronald Reagan. During the investigation Mr. Garwood stated that

he was contacted by telephone by Mr. Reade and Mr. Morrison of

the Friends of Reagan Committee and asked to pay for the

broadcast. He also revealed that the Committee made all of the

arrangements for the broadcast. All attempts to locate

Mr. Reade and Mr. Morrison and serve them with interrogatories

failed. During the course of the investigation Mr. Reade and Mr.

Morrison were referred to the Department of Justice for possible

7r mail and wire fraud in connection with setting up independent

committees and then directing most of the contributions made to

those committees to political consulting firms owned by Reade and

Morrison. The Commission ultimately decided to take no further

action and close the file.

8/ Advisory Opinion 1981-60, though factually not similar, did
consider the application of 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a)(7) and 11 C.F.R.

The question then, is did IM by 1) repording an over -Y9 b

air broadcast of a Ronald Reagan speech and copying a w r

printing of a Ronald Reagan speech and 2) using excerpts from

those speeches in FCl advertisements supporting Ronald Reagan's

candidacy for President, finance the dissemination, distribution,

or republication of any broadcast or any written or other form of

campaign materials prepared by Ronald Reagan or his campaign

committee.

A literal reading of 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a)(7)(B)(ii) and 11 CPR

S 109.1(d)(1) precludes any need to determine whether a speech

recorded over the public air waves or copied from a newspaper is

"campaign materials prepared by the candidate." If the Act and

Regulations are read in the disjunctive, the "or" after

"broadcast" and the "or" after "written" separates those terms

from the more general term "campaign materials." Thus, the

republication or distribution of any speech broadcast by the

candidate or speech written by the candidate per se taints the

expenditure so that it is not independent.

Also, the Act and Regulations acknowledge that the

dissemination, distribution or republication of the Reagan speech

can be "in part." The entire speech does not have to be

rebroadcast or distributed.

Third, the fact that the broadcast was recorded and

distributed without the cooperation or consent of Ronald Reagan

is of no significance. The Act and Regulations clearly allow



that it is the dissemination, distribution and republication

which is significant. The Regulations specifically acknoWle

that when distribution is made without the candidate's

cooperation or consent, the expenditure is still considered as an

in-kind contribution for the person or organization financing the

distribution.

However, a broader reading of 2 U.s.c. S 441a(a) (7) (B) (ii)

and 11 C.F.R. S 109.1(d)(1) raises the question of whether

o speeches made by a candidate are "campaign materials" which if

reproduced and used by a third party in a political advertisement

must be considered in-kind contributions. A review of the

general intent of 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a)(7)(ii) and 11 C.F.R. S 109.1

leads one to the conclusion that the activities of FCM in

recording or reprinting and disseminating Reagan's speeches fail

to meet the requirements of independent expenditure activity.

Indeed, if individuals or organizations were allowed to reproduce

and disseminate a speech prepared by the candidate, either

broadcast or written, the purpose of the Act would be

circumvented. Such an expenditure would not constitute an

independent communication of the views of the individual or

organization, but instead would be little more than a disguised

contribution to a candidate.

Saying this, however, the Office of General Counsel

acknowledges that the factual situation in this case reaches the

outer limits of the interpretation of 2 U.S.C.

5 441a(a) (7) (B) (ii) and 11 C.F.R. S 109.1(d)(1). This is not
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a case vbere a third party walked into a candidate's campaign

headquarters, picked up campaign brochures, and had them mailed

to the voting public. Cx did not take Dhysical materials

produced by the Reagan campaign. 2/ Rather, in this case, we

have the candidate making a public speech. 10/ In one instance a

speech is broadcast for all to hear and in a second instance it

is reprinted in a newspaper for all to read. The speeches had

entered the public domain. 11/ FC used portions of the speeches

in its own advertisements absent any coordination with the Reagan

e campaign.

9/ Compare two situations, one where a third party obtains
photos from a candidate which are distributed to the voting
public and, two where a third party independently takes a picture
of a candidate and then distributes the picture to the voting

.-? public. In the first situation physical materials were obtained.

~0 10/ Query whether it makes any difference if the quote used by a
third party in a political advertisement came from a written
campaign speech or from an impromptu remark. Do 2 U.S.C.
S 441a(a) (7)(B) (ii) and 11 C.F.R. S 109.1(a) (a) contemplate that
a candidate's impromptu remarks are campaign materials? Also,
consider the situation where a group opposing Reagan's candidacy
had used a portion of a Reagan speech in an advertisement to
impress on the voting public that because of Reagan's position on
a particular issue the public should not vote for him.

However, the copyright Act of 1976
which came into effect on January 1, 1978, gives a person
copyright protection automatically when a work is created.
17 U.S.C. S 102(a).
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In conclusion, although it in the opinion of the Offic*",f

General Counsel that pursuant to 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a) (7) (3) (fiI)and

11 C.F.R. S 109.1(d)(1) the advertisements of vM are not

independent expenditures, we recommend that the Commission take

no further action and close the file. This recommendation rests

on our analysis that the activities of FCM reach to the outer

limits of the interpretation of 2 U.S.C. S 441a(7)(B)(ii) and

11 C.F.R. S 109.1(d)(1). Admittedly, differences of opinion

could result from a reading of the Act and Regulations. Since

this matter is one of first impression we recommend not pursuing

0A it as a violation. However, we feel that the proper

interpretation of 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a)(7)(B)(ii) and 11 C.F.R.

S 109.1(d)(1) would require that the activities undertaken by FCM

be considered as in-kind contributions.

Recommendations

The Office of General Counsel recommends that the

Commission:

1) take no further action with regard to a violation of

2 U.S.C. S 441a(a) by Fund for a Conservative Majority;

2) approve and authorize sending the attached letter to

Fund for a Conservative Majority;

We are writing in response to your letter to Mr.
Kenneth Boehm, Treasurer of Fund for a Conservative Majority,
dated June 12, 1981, in which it was reported that the
Federal Election Commission ("the Comnission") determined
there is reason to believe that Fund for a Conservative
Majority ("FCM") may have violated 2 U.S.C. 441a(a) by
making excessive in-kind contributions to the Reagan campaign.
Specifically, the General Counsel's factual and legal
analysis, which formed the basis for the Commission's
finding, noted that FCM may have recorded one or more
speeches by candidate Reagan and may have re-published the
material in its advertising program. The Office of General
Counsel suggests that, if that activity came within the
ambit of 11 CFR 109.1(d)(1), the fee paid to record the
speech coupled with subsequent costs incurred for the
advertisements would be in-kind contributions. If these in-
kind contributions exceeded the limits of 2 U.S.C. 441a(a),
then FCM would have violated the Act.

In the section entitled, "Factual Basis and Legal
Analysis," of the Notification of Reason to Believe Finding,
it was noted that the February monthly report (01/01/80 to
01/31/80) of FCM listed a disbursement on January 4, 1980,
to Pyramid Video in the amount of $62.40 for "Recording
Reagan Speech." It was also noted that the September
monthly report (08/01/80 to 08/31/80) listed a disbursement
on August 1, 1980, to Rhatican and Associates in the amount
of $62.40 for "Studio time for recording of Reagan speech."

As a consequence of the foregoing, this matter
relates to a single off-the-air audio recording on December 12,
1979 of then-candidate Reagan's live announcement that he
was a candidate for the Republican nomination for election
as President of the United States. The recording was made
at Pyramid Video, 2419 M Street, R.W., Washington, D.C.
20037, through the auspices of Rhatican and Associates,
Inc., formerly at 1011 Arlington Boulevard, Arlington,
Virginia 22209. (Rhatican and Associates, Inc. is no longer
an operating concern.) We are advised that the decision to
make the recording, and the person who supervised the recording,
was Mr. Ralph Galliano, the then Executive Director of FCM.
(Mi. Galliano is no longer employed by FCM.) The fact that
the speech was to be made and the time of the speech was
general knowledge, the event having received advance attention
to the press, and there was no coummunication with the Reagan
campaign committee regarding the speech, the recording of
the speech or the subsequent use of the recording. Neither
FCM nor its agents advised the Reagan campaign conmittee
that the speech was being recorded by FCM; and, as a consequence,
the Reagan campaign committee did not cooperate in any Way
with the recording of the speech.

Utilizing the recording made of then-candidate
Reagan's announcement speech, FCM produced a series of sixty

Nand thirty second radio advertisements, the transcripts of
which are enclosed. It will be noted that each advertisementcontains an excerpt from the speech. An exhaustive search

of the records revealed that FCM placed those advertisements
between March 10, 1980 and April 30, 1980 with radio stations
in Tennessee, Connecticut, Pennsylvania and Texas. Copies
of the purchase orders for the placement of those advertisements
are enclosed.

The activity of FCM in recording the speech and in
producing and placing the advertisements was not made with
the cooperation or with the prior consent of, or in consultation
with, or at the request or suggestion of then-candidate
Reagan or of any .agent or authorized committee of then-
candidate Reagan. Furthermore, the production and placement
of the advertisements did not constitute the republication
of "campaign materials" as contemplated in 11 CFR 109.1(d)(1).
Aside from the questionable constitutional vadility of 11

to inhibit the re-publication, as an independent ezpnditure,
of paraphernalia and advertisements designed and p=:4iuced by
a candidate's campaign conmittee, to wit: "campaign materials".
That section was not designed to inhibit, or could it be
properly interpreted to inhibit, the republication of public
statements of a candidate, secured by the independent
expenditor from the public airwaves in the absence of
consultation with the candidate and in the absence of the
candidate's cooperation, consent, request or suggestion.

N, There is no evidence that the recording made on
December 12, 1979 was otherwise utilized by FCM then as
described above; or, that FCH recorded any other speech. or
utterance made by Ronald Reagan, which was used by FCM in
communications to the public.

By reason of the fact that the production and.
distribution of the subject advertisements by FCM was not
the type of activity addressed in 11 CFR 109.1(d)(1), the
funds expended in furtherance of the activity did not constitute

If the contribution exceeds the limitations of 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a)
then a violation will have occurred. In this regard, the
expenditures made by the Fund for a Conservative Majority in
recording an over the air broadcast of a Ronald Reagan speech and

We are writing in response to your letter to Mr.
Kenneth Boehm, Treasurer of Fund for a Conservative Majority,
dated June 12, 1981, in which it was reported that the
Federal Election Commission ("the Comnission") determined
there is reason to believe that Fund for a Conservative
Majority ("FCM") may have violated 2 U.S.C. 441a(a) by
making excessive in-kind contributions to the Reagan campaign.
Specifically, the General Counsel's factual and legal
analysis, which formed the basis for the Commission's
finding, noted that FCH may have recorded one or more
speeches by candidate Reagan and may have re-published the
material in its advertising program. The Office of General
Counsel suggests that, if that activity came within the
ambit of 11 CFR 109.1(d)(1), the fee paid to record the
speech coupled with subsequent costs incurred for the
advertisements would be in-kind contributions. If these in-
kind contributions exceeded the limits of 2 U.S.C. 441a(a),
then FCM would have violated the Act.

In the section entitled, "Factual Basis and Legal
Analysis," of the Notification of Reason to Believe Finding,
it was noted that the February monthly report (01/01/80 to
01/31/80) of FCM listed a disbursement on January 4, 1980,
to Pyramid Video in the amount of $62.40 for "Recording
Reagan Speech." It was also noted that the September
monthly report (08/01/80 to 08/31/80) listed a disbursement
on August 1, 1980, to Rhatican and Associates in the amount
of $62.40 for "Studio time for recording 

of Reagan speech."

We are advised that the decision to
make the recording, and the person who supervised the xeoording,
was Mr. Ralph Galliano, the then Executive Directorof 1CM.
(Mr. Galliano is no longer employed by FCM.) The fact that
the speech was to be made and the time of the speech was
general knowledge, the event having received advance attention
to the press, and there was no communication with the Reagan
campaign committee regarding the speech, the recording of
the speech or the subsequent use of the recording. Neither
FCM nor its agents advised the Reagan campaign committee
that the speech was being recorded by FCM; and, as a consequence,
the Reagan campaign committee did not cooperate in any way
with the recording of the speech.

Utilizing the recording made of then-candidate
Reagan's announcement speech, FCM produced a series of sixty
and thirty second radio advertisements, the transcripts of
which are enclosed. It will be noted that each advertisement
contains an excerpt from the speech. An exhaustive search
of the records revealed that FCM placed those advertisements
between March 10, 1980 and April 30, 1980 with radio stations
in Tennessee, Connecticut, Pennsylvania and Texas. Copies
of the purchase orders for the placement of those advertisements
are enclosed.

The activity of FCM in recording the speech and in
producing and placing the advertisements was not made with
the cooperation or with the prior consent of, or in consultation
with, or at the request or suggestion of then-candidate
Reagan or of any agent or authorized committee of then-
candidate Reagan. Furthermore, the production and placement
of the advertisements did not constitute the republication
of "campaign materials" as contemplated in 11 CFR 109.1(d)(1).
Aside from the questionable constitutional vadility of 11
CFR 109.1(d)(1), that section of the regulations was designed
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to inhibit the re-publication, as an independent expediture,
of paraphernalia and advertisements designed and pro4u*d bI
a candidate's campaign comittee, to wit: "campaign sita
That section was not designed to inhibit, or could it~b
properly interpreted to inhibit, the republication of public
statements of a candidate, secured by the independent
expenditor from the public airwaves in the absence of
consultation with the candidate and in the absence of the
candidate's cooperation, consent, request or suggestion.

N There is no evidence that the recording made on
December 12, 1979 was otherwise utilized by FCH then as
described above; or, that FCM recorded any other speech or

Mum utterance made by Ronald Reagan, which was used by FCO in
communications to the public.

By reason of the fact that the production and
distribution of the subject advertisements by FCM was not
the type of activity addressed in 11 CFR 109.1(d)(1), the
funds expended in furtherance of the activity did not constitute
in-kind contributions to the Reagan campaign. Accordingly,
this matter should be dismissed.

With reference to the entries on Schedule A, Line

14(a) of the subject reports filed by Fund for a Conservative

Majority, you have inquired whether the referenced contrib-

utions were earmarked by reason of the fact that the entries

on Schedule A were captioned "FMC Reagan in 80 File". The

referenced contributions were not earmarked, as that term 
is

defined in the Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, as

amended, and 11 CFR 110.6. Fund for a Conservative Majority

has neither solicited nor accepted contributions on be alf
of the Reagan for President Committee, or which are Iany
way earmarked or otherwise directed to Governor Reagan's
campaign.

Fund for a Conservative Majority has established
and is administering a program, consisting of making inde-
pendent expenditures advocating the election of Governor
Reagan as President. This program is one portion of the
activities of Fund for a Conservative Majority, which is a
multi-candidate committee (FCM is not a single candidate
coummittee), and it is advertised as "Citizens for Reagan in

OM '80, a project of Fund for a Conservative Majority" over a
non-authorization notice, as required by 11 CFR 109.4, which

N reads "Paid for by Fund for a Conservative Majority and not
authorized by any candidate or candidate's committee". In
all solicitations for contributions to Fund for a Conservative
Majority, it is made clear that contributions will be used
in connection with its independent expenditure program and
also in connection other Federal campaigns. The contributor
is directed to make his or her checks payable to Fund for a
Conservative Majority or FCM.

The caption, "FCM Reagan in 80 File" on Schedule
-~ A, refers to the name of a list of contributors who contributed

to Fund for a Conservative Majority in response to direct-
mail solicitations captioned, "Citizens for Reagan in '80, a
project of Fund for a Conservative Majority", 'and which
otherwise contain the statements referred to above.

As a result of the foregoing, Fund for a Conservative
Majority cannot be termed a conduit or intermediary. In
order to avoid any confusion in the future, however, the
caption will not appear on future reports.

With reference to the entry on Schedule E, Line
23, regarding an expenditure to Pyramid Video, for recording
a speech by Governor Reagan, you have inquired whether the
expenditure is subject to the provisions of 11 CFR 109.1
(d). The expenditure was incurred in connection with the
independent expenditure program of Fund for a Conservative
Majority in support of the election of Governor Reagan as
President. The recording was made of a speech made by
Governor Reagan which was not made with the cooperation or
with the prior consent of, or in consultation with, or at
the request or suggestion of, Governor Reagan or any

agent or authorized coummittee of Governor Reagan. The
recording fee paid to Pyramid Video did not constitute "the
dissemination, distribution, or republication, in whole, or

With reference to the listed expenditures to Lloyd

In a referral to the Office of General Counsel the Reports

! Analysis Division has questioned whether the Fund for a Con-
servative Majority may have violated 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a), (see

9 11 C.F.R. S 109.1(d)(1)) by making in-kind contributions to
the Reagan Campaign.

FACTUAL BASIS AND LEGAL ANALYSIS

A review of.the reports of Fund for a Conservative Majority
' indicates that the February monthly report (01/01/80 to 01/31/80)

lists a disbursement on January 4, 1980, to Pyramid Video in the
amount of $62.40 for "Recording Reagan Speech." The September

S monthly report (08/01/80 to 08/31/80) lists a disbursement on
August 1, 1980, to Rhatican and Associates in the amount of

! $62.40 for "Studio time for recording of Reagan speech." Other
monthly reports list disbursements for recordings but do not
indicate what was being recorded.

The reports of the Fund for a Conservative Majority also
indicate that Fund for a Conservative Majority made numerous
radio, television and print advertisements on behalf of
Reagan's campaign. If the Fund for a Conservative Majority
recorded speeches or utterances by Reagan or by George Bush
and subsequently used those recordings in subsequent communica-
tions to the public those expenditures, rather than being indepen-
dent expenditures, may be in-kind contributions.l/

I/ In a telephone conversation on March 13, 1980, which a Com-
mission staff member had with Ralph Galliano, Executive Director
of the Fund for a Conservative Majority, Mr. Galliano indicated
that the recording of the Reagan speech, entered as a disburse-
ment of January 4, 1980, was done primarily for the purpose of
making independent expenditures in support of Reagan.
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11 C.F.R. S 109.1(d)(1) states that:

The financing of the dissemination, distribution,
or republication in whole or in part, of any
broadcast or any written, graphic, or other
form of campaign materials prepared by the
candidate, his campaign committees, or their
authorization agents shall be considered a
contribution for the purpose of contribution
limitations and reporting responsibilities by
the person making the expenditures ..

The regulation indicates, therefore, that if the Fund for a
Conservative Majority used a Reagan or Bush speech in its ad-
vertisements, the fee paid to record the speech coupled with
subsequent costs incurred for the advertisements would be in-

1*1 kind contributions. If these in-kind contributions exceeded
the limits of 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a) then the Fund for a Conservative
Majority would have violated 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a).2/

Based on the reports filed by the Fund for a Conservative
of) Majority and on the communication of Mr. Galliano, it appears

that the Fund for a Conservative Majority violated 2 U.S.C.
S 441a(a). Therefore, the Office of General Counsel recommends
that the Commission find reason to believe that the Fund for a
Conservative Majority violated 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a).

SUMMARY OF ALLEGATIONS

-j In a review of the reports filed by the Realtors Political
Action Committee ("Realtors"), the Reports Analysis Division

3 determined that Realtors had made a $5,000 contribution on May 1,
1980 to Citizens for Reagan in '80, a project of the Fund for a
Conservative Majority ("FCM"). FCM is a qualified multi-candidate
committee having registered with the Commission on October 13,
1976. FCM failed to report the receipt of the $5,000
contribution from Realtors.

In addition, there is information which indicates that certain
"independent expenditures" made by FCM are in fact in-kind
contributions.I/

1/ The issue of independent expenditures is the subject of the
allegations found in MUR 1252. The information ascertained in
this MUR will be considered a part of the MUR 1252 investigative
file.
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FACTUAL AND LEGAL ANALYSIS

2 U.S.C. S 434(a)(1) states as follows:

(1) Each treasurer of a political committee shall
file reports of receipts and disbursements in
accordance with the provisions of this subsection

2 U.S.C. S 434(b)(2)(D) states that:

Each report under this subsection shall disclose
the total amount of all receipts ... [including)
contributions from other political committees.

As noted earlier, Realtors made a $5,000 contribution to
V Citizens for Reagan in '80 which is a project of FCM. Since

Citizens for Reagan in '80 is not a qualified political committee,
' but is a project of FCM, the Office of General Counsel concludes
041 that the $5,000 from Realtors may be considered a contribution

to FCM. FCM failed to report the receipt of this contribution
in violation of 2 U.S.C. S 434.

Additionally, FCM made an expenditure on January 4, 1980
_ for the express purpose of recording a speech made by Ronald

Reagan. FCM subsequently filed reports of expenditures for radio
and television advertisements advocating the election of Governor
Reagan after the expenditure was made to record Reagan's speech.

" The total amount expended for these advertisements through
February 29, 1980 is in excess of $19,000. If, in fact,0D Reagans' prepared speech was used in the advertisements, FCM may
have made an in-kind contribution to the Reagan for President

" Committee rather than an independent expenditure.2/

2 U.S.C. S 441a(a)(2)(A) states that:

No multicandidate political committee shall
make contributions to any candidate and his
authorized political committee with respect
to any election for Federal office which, in
the aggregate, exceed $5,000.

In that FCM admittedly made expenditures to disseminate and
republish the Reagan speech in a manner which it considered

~"independent", and in that those expenditures may be found to be
in-kind contributions to the Reagan campaign, interrogatories are
proposed at this point since this MUR entails a factual inquiry

S to determine whether in-kind contributions were made by FCM and
to determine how the speeches were used and the extent of their

~r dissemination..I/

CONCLUSION

Based on the foregoing legal and factual analysis, the
Office of General Counsel recommends that the Commission find
reason to believe that the Fund for a Conservative Majority has
violated 2 U.S.C. S 434 for failing to report the $5,000 contri-
bution from Realtors Political Action Committee and 2 U.S.C.
S 441a(a)(2)(A) for making contributions to a candidate for Federal
office which in the aggregate exceeds $5,000. In addition, the
Office of General Counsel recommends that the Commission approve
the interrogatories attached to the First General Counsel's
Report.

_ There is no information at this time which would arrive at
the conclusion that the expenditures by FCM might be considered
expenditures by the candidate or his authorized committees.

I spoke with Ralph Glliuxo, Executive Director,
524-4400.

cHe first went over the "Recorded Speech" of Ronald
Reagan. He stated that a cm'a crew, bad shot m footage
of Reagan mile making a speech. He further stated that the

ncommittee was going to use this to make "Independet Expenditures".
I told the caller that I 'uld have to check to see, if this
wo ould be an Indpedet Expenditure or an in-kind contribution.
After speaking to msom people, I advised Mr. Galliano, that he
should ask for an Advisory Opinion because we simply could not say
for sure whether the circumstances would be dependent. I stated
that based upon this description, that we would proceed with compliance
action, through OCC, if the committee operated in this fashion without
having further guidane.

I also discussed with him, the entries to Lloyd Daugherty
Efor "xpenses". He stated that Mr. Daugherty was a "field man coordinator

for Citizens For Reagan". I asked if this was a separate committee.
He stated that "Citizens For Reagan" was uerely an "in-house" nem, and
that when communicating in anyway with the public they use 'Tund For
A Conservative Majority". I told him to respond by indicating the purpose
of the "expenses".

I also discussed "Reagan in 80 File". Mr. Galliano stated that
his attorney was working on a response. I stated that the crux of the
issue was whether the contributors knew that they were specifically contributing
to "Independent Expenditures for Reagan".

With reference to the entry on Schedule E, Line
23, regarding an expenditure to Pyramid Video, for recording
a speech by Governor Reagan, you have inquired whether the
expenditure is subject to the provisions of 11 CFR 109.1
(d).

0In a review of the reports filed by the Realtors Political
Action Committee ("Realtors"), the Reports Analysis Division

N determined that Realtors had made a $5,000 contribution on May 1,
1980 to Citizens for Reagan in '80, a project of the Fund for ao Conservative Majority ("FCM"). FCM is a qualified multi-candidate
committee having registered with the Commission on October 13,
1976. FCM failed to report the receipt of the $5,000
contribution from Realtors.

In addition, there is information which indicates that certain
"independent expenditures" made by FCM are in fact in-kind
contributions.

FACTUAL BASIS AND LEGAL ANALYSIS

2 U.S.C. S 434(a)(1) states as follows:

(1) Each treasurer of a political committee shall
file reports of receipts and disbursements in
accordance with the provisions of this subsection ...

2 U.S.C. S 434(b)(2)(D) states that:

Each report under this subsection shall disclose
the total amount of all receipts ... (including]
contributions from other political committees.

As noted earlier, Realtors made a $5,000 contribution to
O Citizens for Reagan in '80 which is a project of FCM. Since

Citizens for Reagan in '80 is not a qualified political committee,
'0 but is a project of FCM, the Office of General Counsel concludes

that the $5,000 from Realtors may be considered a contribution
to FCM. FCM failed to report the receipt of this contribution
in violation of 2 U.S.C. S 434.

Additionally, FCM made an expenditure on January 4, 1980
for the express purpose of recording a speech made by Ronald
Reagan. FCM subsequently filed reports of expenditures for radio
and television advertisements advocating the election of Govenor
Reagan after the expenditure was made to record Reagan's speech.
The total amount expended for these advertisements through
February 29, 1980 is in excess of $19,000. If, in fact,

0D Reagans' prepared speech was used in the advertisements, FCM may
have made an in-kind contribution to the Reagan for President
Committee rather than an independent expenditure.

11 C.F.R. S 109.1(d)(1) specifically states that one type of
expenditure not qualifying as being independent is:

The financing of the dissemination, distribution,
or republicatibn in whole 'or in' part, of any
broadcast or any written, graphic, or other
form of campaign materials prepared by the
candidate, his campaign committees, or their



authorized agents- shall be considered a
contribution for the purpose of contribution
limitations and reporting responsibilities by
the person making the expenditure ... [emphasis
added).

It would appear, therefore, that if FCM used the Reagan speech
in the advertisements noted above, the fee paid to videotape the
Reagan speech coupled with subsequent costs incurred by FCM for
radio and television advertisements would not qualify as independentexpenditures but instead as in-kind contributions reportable by
FCM.

2 U.S.C. S 441a(a)(2)(A) states that:

No multicandidate political committee shall
make contributions to any candidate and his

0authorized political committee with respect
to any election for Federal office which, in

4the aggregate, exceed $5,000.

Inasmuch as FCM admittedly made expenditures to disseminate
and republish the Reagan speech in a manner which it considered"O "independent expenditures", and inasmuch as those expenditures

, have been found to be in-kind contributions to the Reagan campaign
rather than independent expenditures, FCM has exceeded its contri-

# bution limitation and accordingly is in violation of 2 U.S.C.
S 441a(a)(2)(A).

CONCLUSION3
Based on the foregoing legal and factual analysis, the

Federal Election Commission has found reason to believe that
the Fund for a Conservative Majority has violated 2 U.S.C.
S 434, and 2 U.S.C. S 441a(a)(2)(A).

In conclusion, it is suggested that the factual and
legal analysis in the General Counsel's Report on MUR 1225 must
lead to a conclusion that the activities of ICN did not
constitute a violation of the scope and purpose of 2 U.S.C.
S44la(a) (7) (5) (ii) and 11 C.F.R. S109.l(d) (l). A contrary
conclusion, that a third party - otherwise meeting the statutory
qualifications of independence - may not publish or broadcast
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
