On July 31, 2018, and June 21, 2019, the Federal Election Commission notified you of a
complaint and supplemental complaint, respectively, alleging that Global Energy Producers,
LLC had violated certain sections of the Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, as amended.

On May 24, 2022, the Commission considered the matter but there were an insufficient
number of votes to find reason to believe that Global Energy Producers, LLC knowingly and
willfully violated 52 U.S.C. § 30122. Further, the Commission was equally divided on whether
to dismiss the allegations as a matter of prosecutorial discretion. Accordingly, the Commission
closed its file in this matter.
