The Springfield-Branson Regional Airport may not have moving walkways and passenger trams like those 
In Kansas City and Denver, but It's getting there. 

Construction began in March to expand the airport's existing terminal into the building formerly 
known as Hangar One, which is located south of the tentiinal. 

Hangar One will be converted to a ground transportation focility to accommodate tour buses and 
increased vehicular traffic, and it will connect to the existing terminal's expanded baggage claim 
area via a long hallway, accorx^g to Leigh Daniels, communicati^ ̂ rrotor for tlw airport.

The behemoth legislation — hammered out during protracted, closed-door negotiations 
by Rep. Bud Shiister (R-Pa.) and.Sen. John H. Chafee (R-RI.) - is packed with 
record-brealqng speniiiag for 1,850 "perk barrel projects," air pollution and tralHc 
mitigation, experimental programs including development of a speedy magnetic 
levitation train system and dozens of other initiatives.

For the first time. Congress will be bound by the legislation to spend virtually all future 
gasoline tax revenue in the highway trust fund for transportation projects, ending a long-
stan^ng practice of diverting part of the funds to other programs or for balancing the 
budget. Shuster had pressed for a proposal to move the trust fund "off budget" and hence out 
of the reach of appropriators who have restrained the rate of highway spending in the past. 
But under pressure fram Senate appropriations and budget leaders, Shuster settled for a

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Impact on Economic Growth 
High energy prices, fewer jobs, and loss of industrial output 
are estimated to reduce New Mexico's gnus state product 
(GSP) by between $322 and SS54 miliion per year by 2020 
and S3.4 and $4^ billion by 2030 (Figure 4). 

Impact on Industry 
New Mexico's major economic sectors will be affected by 
emission caps (Figure S).* The current two largest sectors, 
computer ami alecttonic product manufacturing and 
petroleum product manufacturing, show decreases in output 
of 5.7% to 6.5% and 7.7% to 8.1%. respectively in 2030. 
All manufiicluting sectors will suffer output losses of 
between 5.1% and 5.8% by 2030, while output from energy 
intensive sectors fall between 12.2% and 13.3%. New 
Mexico's coal production would fall between 96.1% and 
94.0% aud electricity production fells by 18.4% to 27.9% 
in 2030 (Figure 6).

By 2030, higher 
energy prices mean that low income families in New 
Mexico (with average incomes of $12,165) will spend 
between 18.8% and 20.0% of their tnoume on energy under 
W/M compared to a projected 17.1% without W/M. Others 
on fixed incomes such . as the eUerly- will also suffer 
dispiopoitionately.

Afler 
aO, when yon sweep aside all the coatplexities of how ct^ and trade operates-and make no nnstake, dus is die 
most convoluted attempt at economic central planning this nation has ever atternpted—the bottom Ine is diat cap 
and trade works by raisotg the cost of energy h|gfa enou^ so that oidividuals and businesses are fenced to use 
less of iL Inflicting economic pain is what dus is all about. Ihat is how die ever-ti^itening emissions targets will be 
met.

For a 
household of feur, energy costs go up $436 diat year, and they eventually reach $1,241 in 2035 and average

$20,000. 

But direct energy costs are onfy part of the consumer inpact Nearty everything gpes rqi, since higher energy 
costs raise production costs. If you bok at die total cost of Waxman-Matkey, it works out to an average of 
$2,979 axmualty fiom 2012-2035 for a household of four. By 2035 abne, die total cost is over $4,600. 

Beyond die cost impact on individuals and households, Waxman-Markey also affects en^bymeot, and 
especially enpbyment b the manu&cturing sector.

CBO Grossly Underestimates Costs of Cap and Trade

Last week, the Congressional Budget Offloe released their analysis of the Waxman-Markey 
dimate change bill that had proponents of the bill dalming we could save the planet for Just 
$175 per household. That was the figure CBO estimated cap and trade would cost 
households In 2020, wfhich t^l'lndudes the cost of restructuring the produaien and use of 
energy and of payments made to foreign entities under the program, but it does not Indude 
the economic benefits and other benefits of the reduction in greenhouse gas emissions and 
the associated slowing of dimate change.° 

The trouble with the analysis Is that costs are grossly underestimated. The trouble with 
legislation Is that it wiU have virtually no Impact on climate. 

Overall, there are a number of basic problems with CBO's analysis: 

• Their allowance cost numbers don't add up. They say the allowance price will be $28. Since 
there are 5.056 billion tons of C02 equivalent in the cap that year, that Implies a $141 billion 
gross cost. They list 91.4 fsee table one in the CBO's June 5 analysis of Waxman-
Markey, they projected allowance revenues of $119.7 billion, 129.7 billion, $136 billion, 
$145.6 billion, and $152.9 billion for the years 2015 to 2019. It's hard to believe that 
next f^umber In that series [^Iwpuid |,e $91.4 billion. 

• Thev assume that spending/distribution of allowance revenue Is dollar-for-dollar equivalent. 
to a direct cash rebate to eiiergy coosumers. that Is, tho carbon tax isn't a tax if the 
government spends the money. When have Americans ever seen ail of a tax returned to 
them? It's like suggesting your tax rebate will be as large as the amount taken from your _

It's also worth noting that 2020 had the second lowest GDP loss of the 24 years we 
analyzed. For all years the average was $393 billion or over double the hit In 2020. In 2035 
(the last year analyzed by Heritage) the lost GDP works out to $6,790 per fomfly of four and 
that Is before they pay their $4,600 share of the carbon taxes (again, costs era adjusted for 
inflatioo to reflect 2009 prices). 

Also telling, on page 5, the report savs 

The distribution of the gross cost of complying with the policy would be quite 
different if the price level did not Increase as a result of the cap—If, for example, 
the Federal Reserve adjusted monetary policy to prevent such an Increase. In 
that case, the compliance costs would fall on workers and Investors In the form 
of lower wages and profits." 

So high Inflation will help mask the pain (at least in 2020); however. It Is doubtful the Fed 
would not act to try to keep Inflation low espedally If Investors and International investors 
are getting hit. According to the CBO, then, this would cause workers and Investors to be hit 
harder. But if investors are hit harder, they will invest less; therefore, there will be less 
capital and the potential GDP will be lower going forward than it would othenvise be. A lower 
potential GDP means fewer opportunities for future populations. (Note: The Heritage analysis 
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assumes the Fed would use a Tavlortvoe rule ('*1. The CBO inflation number in 2020 [0.7 
increase In CPI] matches Heritage's sKactly. Yet the CBO ciaims It assumes no action by they 
Fed, while Heritage does.) 

Furthermore, the CBO is misleading on the "costs" estimates. They are comparing "net costs" 
as those assuming the government did not recycle the revenue from allowances back to the 
consumers (the "gross cost" of the allowance) to the "net cost" of allowance that has been 
recycled. Their analysis is not a net cost to the economy In temis of the overall economic cost 
without a Waxman-Markey cap and treda bill versus the overall ecooomic cost with Waxman-
Markay. Our analysis measures tbe effbets of cap and trade versus a baseline with no cap 
and tnade iegislatiore In place. 

Higher energy costs create a significantly slower economy and reduce America's growth 
potential. Heritage analvsis ^Slfinds that by 2035, a projected 2.5 million jobs are lost below 
the baseline (without a cap arid trade bill). The average Gross Domestic Product (GOP) lost is 
$393 billion, hitting a high of $662 billion in 2035. The negative economic Impacts accumulate, 
and the national debt is no exception. The increase In famHy-of-four debt, solely because of 
Waxman-Markey, hits an almost unbelievable $114,915 by 2035. 

Whatever the costs, we will get almost nothing in exchange. According to dlmataleolst 
Chip Knappenbergar, Waxman-Markey would moderate temperatures by only hundredths of 
a degree in 2050 and no more than two-tenths of a degree at the end of the century. This 
doesnt sound like a great deal for the next generation—millions of lost jobs, trillions of lost 
income, 50-90 percent higher energy prices, stunning Increases in the national debt, and all 
for undetectable changes in world temperature.

Energy Sectors. The natural gas industry 
receives 9 percent of the allowances beginning in 
2016, until theyareiediiced by 1.6 percent per year 
beginning in 2026.

For home heating oil and propane consum­
ers, only 1.88 percent of the allowances are given in 
years 2012 and 2013. This decreases to 1.67 per­
cent for the next two years, and tb 1.5 percent from 
2016 through 2023.

In a market-based economy, most effects of a pol­
icy ate transmitted through pilce signals that are 
driven by changes in consumption and productbn 
decisions at the micro level. The aggre^te impaa 
these changes have on the economy is based on how 
these price signals interact with other markets and 
shift the economyk resources. Moving below the 
baseline means that the economy is operating bss 
efficiently and that the resources ia tiie economy 
were toter utilized under the baseline scenaiio 
than under the new policy. 
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Heritage analysts used the IHS Global Insi^ long-

The Initial shock of higher energy prices reduces 
GDP by nearly $200 billion in each of the first few 
years. As always, markets strive to counter shocks. 
Because of the generosity of the offsets, the carbon 
constiaints do not further tighten until 2018 and 
nutrkets move GDP closer to die higher bas^e lev­
els. However, after 2018 the carbon limits put ever 
increasing pressure on energy markets and GDP 
losses grow each year. Though the annual losses 
decrease somewhat after 2032, the Waxman-
Markey impact continues to destroy more than 
$600 telhon of GDP valne every year nntil the end 
year of the Heritage analysis (2035). 

Driving energy prices higher is a 
fundamental feature of cap and trade. 
It is the higher price of fossil-fiiel 
energy (85 percent of U.S. energy) 
that forces firms and households to 
use less of it. There is no allow­
ance-distribution scheme that can 
lower overall energy costs. Though 
some allowances given to regulat^ 
electric udlities may, at leaix initially, 
lower prices for their customers, this 
would undermine the necessary con­
servation and force greater costs on 
other consumers. There will be no 
net energy price reductions. Further, 
allowances given to unregulated 
firms will simply go to the bottom 
line and not to consumers. 

In aggregate, the GDP losses for 
2012 to 2035 are $9.4 trillion even 
after adjusting for inflation.

Number of Jobs Declines. Though 
lost GDP is the broadest measure of the economic 
impact, it often seems a remote measure. Looking 
beneath the surface of GDP shows the economic 
reactions to the legislation that led up to the drop 
in output. The change in empioyment is one 
such reaction. 

Instead of creating jobs, Vt^wman-Markey is a 
job destroyer. Compared to the baseline (a no-
Wkxman-Maricey world), the average year has 1.1 
million fewer people working. By 2035, this Wax­
man-Markey jobs deficit has risen to nearly 2.5 mil­
lion lost jobs. 

The job losses are widely, but not evenly, distrib­
uted. For insunce, the construction industry loses 
8.5 times as many of its jobs than the economy as a

Energy Prices Rise. The policy-induced higher 
eneigy prices, which signal the constraint of 

energy, are the root cause of the slower economy. 
-As- Chan 5- shows,, consumer prices for electricity, 
natural gas, and home heating oil increase signifi­
cantly between 2015 and 2035. Indeed, by 2035, 
the total energy bill for a family of four is $1,200 
higher than it would be otherwise. Between 2012 
and 2035, the total increase in expenditure on 
energy is nearly $20,000. This increase occurs not 
only after adjusting for inflation, but also after 
households have adjusted as well as possible to 
the higher eneigy prices. 

By 2035, Wwxnan-Markey causes electricity prices 
to rise 90 percent over and above the rise that would 
have occurred anyway. By turning thermostats down 
in winter and up in summer; by purchasing more 
eneigy-efTident, but more expensive, appliances; by 
adding more insulation to houses; living in 
smaller houses; and by manifold other changes, 
U.S. eneigy consumption is cut by more than 30 
percent. Nevertheless, even these cnts are not suffi-

Incomes and Consumption Decline. Higher 
energy prices also drive up production costs, which 
must be reflected in product prices. Since higher 
prices reduce quantities sold, producets produce 
less. In mm, workers and Investors eam less, and 
household incomes decline. The especially sharp 
income and employment reductions In the energy-
intensive sectors spread and cause declines in 

demand for other sectors of the 
economy. 

The CDA simulation capmres.this 
effect of hi^er energy prices. Con­
sumption outlays by individuals and 
households follow the pattern of 
lower income. In 2012, consumption 
expenditures are $129 bilUon lower 
than they would be in an economic 
world in which Waxman-Markey is 
not the law By 2030, the drop in con­
sumption expenditures reaches $357 
billion—^$3,823 less per family of four. 

Taxes Increase. The allowances 
created by Waxman-Markey to re­
strain CO2 emissions do not create 
economic value, which is another 
way of saying that the allowances do 
not improve the material well-heing 
of Americans. Instead, they are a 
form of taxation and will be one of 
the larg^t taxes collected by the fed­
eral government.^" This tax created 
by Waxman-Markey will collect $5.7 
t^lion over the period 2012 to 
2035—at a cost of thousands of dol­
lars per year per family. 
' National Debt'Grows. Because 

the Waxman-Markey cap-and-aade 
tax reduoS income; it leduCitS the 

' r^mues' collected ribih other tax», 
such as personal and corporate 
income ta2ces. And because the reve­
nue collected from Wvcman-Markey 

is spent, the net effect is to increase the national 
debt. By 2035, \A^ucman-Markey will have added 
9.1 trillion nominal dollars to the national debt, 
which amounts to an increased tax liability of 
$12,803 for every American, or a $51,216 liability 
for a Eimily of four in todayk (2009) dollars. 

Climate Impact Does Not Register. Because of 
market-driven increases in enei^ efficiency, CO2 
emissions have grovvn more slowly than has 
national income for decades in the United States.^^ 
Contrasted with the moderating growth of Ameri­
can CO2 emissions, those of the developing world.

The IHS/Global Insight long-term U.S. macro-
economlc model is a latge-scale 30-year (I2Q-quar-
ter) maciDeconometric model of the U.S.- economy. 
It is nsedprtmatily for commercial forecasti^. 

Over the years, analysts at The Heritage founda­
tions Xlenter for Data Analysis (CDA) have worked 
with economists at Global Insist (Gl) to adapt the 
Gl model to policy analysis: CDA analysts use the 
Gl mddel to evaluate the effects of policy changes 
not only on disposable income and consumption in 
the short run, but also on the economyS long-run 
supply-side potential. Tliey can do so because the 
Gl model imposes the long-run atrucmte of a neo­
classical growth model but makes short-run fluau-
ations in aggregate demand a focus of analysis. 

The Global Insigfit model can be used to forecast 
more than 1,400 macroeconomic aggieptes. Those 
aggregates describe final demand, aggregate supply, 
incomes, industry production, interest rates, and 
financial flows imte U.S: economy: The Glmodd" 
includes such a wealth of information about the 
effects of important changes in the econooiic arrd 

' policy' 'environment because'Tt" encompass 
deuiiled modeling .pf.consumer spending, residen-
tiai and non-tesi^tiai in^stmmt; govem^nt 

(and state and local) tax revenues, trade flows, 
financial markets, inflation, and potential gross 
domestic product. 

Consistent with the rational-expectations hypoth­
esis, economic decision-making in the Gl model is 
generally forward-looking. In some cases. Global 
Insight assumes that expectations are largely a func­
tion of past experience and recent changes in the 
economy. Such a reuuncdve approach is taken in the 
model because Gl believes that expectations change 
little in advance of actual changes in the economic 
and policy variables about which economic decision 
makers form expectations. 

Opeiation of the ILS. Macroeconomic Model 
The policy changes contained in Waxmm-Mar-

key and simulated in the U.S. energy model (as 
d^ribed in the paper) resulted in changes in the 
U.S. rrracroeconomic model of energy-price vari­
ables, energy use and demand variables, and gov­

ernment revmue and speiiding variables. The 
changes predicted by the energy rtiodei were intro­
duced into the macro model in order to amulate the 
oyerall -ecojipimic impact of ^ Vi^map-iMarkey 
bill. In order to mitipte differences in scale and 
baseline a^mptions between the energy model 
vviables and the cdriespciidtng maaoecotiomic 
variables, the percentage chariges in variables pre­
dicted by the energy tiiodel, rathei- than 'the new 
value, were imposed on-their macroecotiomicvari-
able counterparts. These changes .were imple-
marited in.the followittg ways: 

Energy Price Effects. The macro model contains 
a host of prices that are chariged through their inter­
action with other variables in this model, the policy 
changes in Waxman-Markey affect the priees that 
consumers pay for energy and the prices that pro­
ducers in the energy sectors pay for their inpuis 
directly. The direct microeconomic impact of the 
legislation is thus simulated by the microeconomic 
model of the energy seaor. (The energy model is 
described.in themainrext.) Thedirect micro, effect 
is Then used to change the macro model in order to 
simulate the net economic effect on tfie macro econ-

---omy-induced by the farneaehingrippk-efiats-of-the--
microeconomic changes to the ene^ sector. 

Price change simulated by the ener^ irwdel for 

sponding variaWs in die inantb model, "fhe pricxs 
that energy-sector producers pay were then made 
exogenous; thus these prices were driven by the 
energy-model simulation. The following producer-
price categories we-re affected: coal, naniral gas, 
electricity, natural gas, petroleum products, and 
residual fiiel oil. 

03A analysts employed a similar procedure in 
implementing changes in consumer prices. In this 
case, the variables affect^ were all consumption-
price defiators. Once again, we substimted changes 
predicted by the energy-model simulation for these 
variables for their macro-model counterparts. The 
following consumption price deflatots were 
affected: fuel oil and coal, gasoline, electricity, and 
lutural gas. 

Unlike in the Lieberman-IA^mer chmate-dumge 
bill, the energy model simulation of Waxmart-Mar-
key did not predict changes for major macroeco-
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nomic cost driveis: West Texas Intermediate Crude 
Spot Price, Refiners' Average Cost of Crude Oil 
(domestic and imported), Henry Hub Spot Price, 
and Natural Gas Wellhead Price. Th^ prices are 
largely affected by the imported price of crude oil. 
Instead, the Waxman-MarkSy legjislation influences 
market prices further down the dsmestic'produc-
tion line where emissioiis constraints are bindirig. 

Energy Consumption EfTikts. hi theory, higher 
energy prices ceuld be driven by increased'energy 
denrand. Thus, CDA analysts adjusted the macro-
economic model to account for decreases in the 
demand for carbon-based fuds. The changes that 
Were inade -for the Variables total energy cdhsump-
tion, total end-use consumption for petroleum, 
total end-use coiisumption for namral gas, total 
end-use consumption for coal, and total end-use 
consumption for electricity were agaih obtained 
from the energy model simulation. 

Both the energy model and the macro model con­
tain equations that predict changes in demand for 
eitergy, given changes in energy prices, but the 
energy model contains a more detailed treatment of 
demand. Preferring details over generality, CDA 
analyss liried Up lh6 demart'd equations in bbfh 
models and sulstiiuted settiirg^ from the energy 
model Iqr dmsc m the macro model. Specifically,

In addition to the consumption price effects, 
overall spending is influenced by changes in fuel 
efficiency. The eneigy model pr^icts changes in 
fuel efficiency and changes in total highway fuel 
consumption. The macro model variables for aver­
age miles per gallon of new light vehicles and the 
average miles per galbn of the light vehicle stock 
were changed according to the change predicted by 
the energy model. The hi^way consumption of 
fuel was adjusted by an average of the change sim­
ulated iit the energy model of hi^way consump­
tion of fuel by cars and li^c trucks. 

Itenewable Energy Production. The energy 
model predicted changes in renewable sources. 
These energy supplies would affect marker prices 
for energy, albeit the macro model does not have aii 

explicit price deflator, for renewable energy. The 
effect of domestic renewable sources of energy 
would alsb influence the amount of oil imported. 
The macro'model adjusts differences between sup­
ply and demand in energy by affectirig imports 
through a residual yariabU.that is .exogenous in the 
model. This means that.the model would not 
accQuru for snbslitucipns. in supply and would 
incorrectly increase ipiports by the ̂ aease. in tra­
ditional sources of domestic energy, ̂ us this resid­
ual . value was changed in the miacip model 
acco.rding to the changes estimated by the energy 
model for the new level of imports, domestic pror 
duction (both renewabk and nonrenewable), and 
domestic consumption. This allowed the macroeco-
nojmic siiriulation to irnplicitly take accouht of the 
inciease in alternative fiiel source supply. 

Revenue Estimates. The energy.model produces 
estimates of carbon emissions and of the carbon fee 
in dollars per metric ton. By multiplying the emis­
sions by the carbon fee, analysts obtained the "rev­
enue" fiom the emissions permits. 

Heritage analysts assumed that the revenue value 
of permits equals the entire value of these permits as

Any unallocated 
allowance revenue remained in the fi^eial govem­
metu^ general consumption variable and was thus 
allocated by the model in ways consistent with the 
historical pattern of government spending. 

Specifically, the allowance value was transferred 
to individuals in the form of non-Medicare or Social 
Security full-employment transfers (as opposed to 
an aid transfer driven by an economic downturn 
like ah unemployment benefit transfer). The vari­
ous transfers specified in the memo amounted to 
13.3 percent of tlie value transferred until 2021, 
and 16 porcent of the valne transferred to individu­
als thereafter.

The macro model would have deficit-financed 
this increased spendirtg rather than recognize the 
value as being generated by the allowarKes pur­
chased (explicitly or implicitly) in the private sector.

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How the Waxman-Marfcey Bill Wbuld Affect the States

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RSC Outlook: Cap & Tax Overview

On March 31, Energy & Commerce Committee Chairman Henry Waxman released a discussion draft of 
legislation that contains a study to implement a cap-and-trede system, or more accurately: "cap and tax"' 
to reduce carbon-dioxide emissions and requite that an increasing shm of U.S. electricity supply comes 
fiom "renewable" sources of energy likesolar or wind power. A brief analysis of the bill can be viewed 
here. In adiiition to the Waxman proposal. President Obama's FY 2010 budget calls for a massive cap 
and Ux proposal that would raise S64.0 billion in new taxes on American businesses. In light of 
speculation that the House may consider some form of legislation involving a cap and lax scheme ia the 
next month, the RSC has prepared the following document. 

tVhat is Cap and Tax? 

A cap and trade ̂ tem sets a limit, or cap, on carbon dioxide emismns from fossil &el lue. The ^ect

Gap and ftSdepf^oialsbidre existe'd in cohc^t for abhost 40 yrats; but did hot-gain BeritiiaaitehtiOh 
until the Kyoto Treaty was proposed in 1997, which binds ̂ t developed aatians to a cap and trade 
system for the six major greenhouse gasses. Thb United States ovetwh^ing refused to ratify die treaty 
(9S-0 votel because many in Congress believed it would place us at a severe economic disadvantage for 
little environmental gain. 

The last major cap and trade proposal considered in the 1 iC" Congress was the Lieberman-Warner 
Climate Security Act (S. 2191). According to studies by Charles River Associates. Lieberman-Wamer 
would reduce household spending by S800 to S1,300 per household by 201S and raise utility prices by 36 
to 63 percent in that same time frame. Additionally, they estimate S. 2191 wouldresult inthelossof 1.2 
to 2.3 million jobs due to the impact of higher energy costs on economic activity. Despite diese costs, this 
proposal is actually far less swe^ing that what has been proposed by the Administration or Chairman 
Waxman. 

Auction Problems 

In his FY 2010 budget. President Barack Obema prqiosed cutting ̂ enhpuse gases 14% liy 2020 and 
83% by 2050 fiom 2005 levels by auctioning off the emisaion credits. Unlike the European system which 
allocates some permits. President Obatru called for auctionirrg off all greenhouse gas emissions permits. 
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Accofdhg to the adminisliations' own budget estimates, the government plans to raise between S1.3 -
SI .9 trillion by auctioning off carbon dioxide emissions permits over the next 8 years. The cap and tax 
proposal creates an artificial market to find revenue to pay for various social programs the Obama 
administration plans to enact such as moving towards a national health care system and the "nuking work 
pay" lax cuts that cut uxes by S400 for individuals that make tmider $75,000 a year ($1.10 a day). 

In addition, a cap and tax auction results in fire cartelizafion and central planning of our economy because 
it is a government administered rationing scheme. Even die Environmental Protection Agency's own 
Region 9 (California) lawyen admit it "can easily be subject to gaming and nunipulation, creating 
artificial scarcity that is likely to result in disrupdonsand unfoimess." Auctioning the allowances will 
create the problem of awarding them to Ikvorites because the process is done through a political 
allocation, and hot through die market. This system leads to serious potential for corruption since local 
officials would have political (and perhaps monetary) incentives to help their local busmessos get more 
credits. And businesses in the aggrogate nuy have powerful economic incentives ID get more credits than 
their designated allotment in a given year. Finally, auctioning the allocations will Icarlto a poorly 
regulated derivate market, where many of du same companies that led us into the financial collapse, will 
now be in the business of selling and controlling the allocations. 

Effect OH U.S. Economy 

Moving into a cap and tax system would place the United Sutes economy at a distinct competitive 
disadvantage because it would place additionalcosts on American manufactures and cede market share to 
overseas competitors not subject to limits on greenhouse gas emission. Cap and tax does not only apply to 
.tb.eiiBditianaljBnergy.produia:rs,.doraBSlic industries likeLpaper,.cement,.feitilizer,steel,.and glass. .. . 
manufiictarers also worry that increased cost burdens io^osed by climate-change laws will put them at a 
sevnre competitive disadvantage to titeir international pears. Even Energy Secretary Chu stated at a 
House hearing. "If other countries drrnt impose a cost on carbon, then we will he at a disadvantage."

Placing tariffs on products to compensate for our cap and tmde wobld raise tensions, decrease trade, and 
violate mlenational law. 

With more than a third of the world's population, China and India have no intention of imposing cap and 
trade eqiecially during an economic crisis. A cap and tax plan would be the greatest outsourcing boon in 
history because many U.S. manufiictures will find it more appealing to do business in nations that have 
energy polices not designed to increase the cost of doing business. 

Cost and Tax Issues: 

"Under my plan of cap and trade, electricity rates would necessarily skyrocket." 

The cap and tax program is eiqiected to create a nearly $2 trillion national energy tax thit will cost 
American ftmilies approximately $2,000 per year over the lifespan of the Obama budget. This is 
arguably the biggest tax increase U.S. history. In addition, the Heritage Foundation has concluded the 
Lieberman/Wamer cap and trade bill - a much less aggressive plan President Obama's - will cost $5 
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trillion in lost Gross Domestic Product and 3 million manufacturing jobs. Finally, the Office of 
Management and the Budget estimates that just a 1S% cut in emissions would cost the average household 
about $680 not including decreased output. 

Cap and tax also treats ftmiiies differently depending where they live. Those who live in the Midwest, 
southeast, and plain statu would be taxed far more disproportionately than those who live in California or 
New Bqgland.

Rep. John Larson (D-CT), even admits that what pioponents call "cap and trade" is essentially a tax, 
stating. "We're going to be paying taxes - higher taxes - one way or the other. Is there anyone on die panel 
that would disagree that this issue, if we're to combat it forthrig^dy and level with the American people, 
that this doesnt conoem taxation?" Not only is this a tax, but Obama supporter Warren Bnfiiet cnlls it 
"pretty regressive." 

When President Hoover raised taxes in die 1930s, it worsened the depression, which continued through 
the rest of the decade. Raising energy taxes - with a regressive tax nonetheless - will kill jobs and make 
it more difficult for working families to deal with the ongoing fiiiancial crisis. In addition, cap and tax 
will violate Mr. Obama's campaign promise to not raise taxes on families making less than $250,000. 

What wUl Cap and Tax Achieve by the year 2050?

> Government Kanning Scheme, Govemment-run cap and trade is, by definition, a central 
economic planning scheme in which the government decides which industries and companies 
deserve more or fewer credits and what business factors and economic outputs are "necessary." 
Lowering greenhouse gas emissions, especially in the short terms, means govenunent-directed 
decreases in economic activity. 

> Stifles Private-Sector Inncvation. Govemment-run cap-and-trade stifles innovation since 
companies are artificially constrained in their economic activities, thereby dampening the 
incentives to create new products and services. As Jim Manzi wrote in National Review on June

Smaller refiners pull climate support

Executives at small oil refineis who broke with the industry to support the House climate bill now 
oppose it advancing in the Senate, illustrating the stifiening resistance to the sweeping legislation. 

The relatbnsh^ between the oil seetor and the majority party in Congress is often antagonistic. But 
climate deliberations in the House made fienemies — LT not friends — of Democrats and small-
refinery execntives. even though the biU seeks to drive down the market for fossU fuels. 

That's so because House Democratic leaders added a provision to their cap-and-trade bfll that could 
mean billions of doUars for small oil refmers as they searched for support in the days before the 
critical floor vote. 

SJtTOf^WU 
classified as simll and in^^ndent woiiid receive an extra 0.^5 perceirt of die allbwahces tfiehuelves 
under the climate legislation. ̂  allowance covers emi^ns and can be sold to companies that don't 
meet their reduction targets. 

According to an analysis by the Union of Concerned Scientists using data from the Energy 
Information Administratioii, the extra allowances could mean $S billion cumulatively from 2014 to 
2026 for small oil refmers. 

In return, executives at the refmers wrote a letter expressing support for the bill passing in the House, 
providing seme political cover to centrist Democrats on dm fence. 

"The undersigned companies support H.R. 2434 moving forward to the Senate," 1S companies wrote 
in a letter sent on June 22, four days before the House floor vote. 

Executives also gave thousands of dollars in campaign contributions to both the party and one 
vulnerable freshman. Rep. Harry Teague of New Mexico, whom sources said spearheaded the 
discussions that led to the change. 

Fundraisers held the week before raised more than S10,000 for the party and Teague, according to 
the Center for Re^onsive Politics. 
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Some small oil lefiners say they appreciated eSbits to accommodate their concerns. But they now ^ 
oppose the legisiation sponsored ̂  Raps. Heniy Wa»nan (D-Calif.) and Eihvaid Maricey (D-Massi). 

A Senate version has yet to be introduced but is expected soon. However, Senate Majority Leader 
Hany Reid (D-Nev.) has said it will not be taken up until next year. 

Glen Gonzalez, >^se company AGE Refining signed the House letter, said small refiners "remain 
deeply concerned that V^t the House has offered is not nearly enough-" 

"We agreed only that the legislative process should move forward, with a view toward working 
subsequent^ with the Senate. We did not agree to support H.R. 2454," Gonzalez, the CEO and 
owner nf AGE, wrote in rcspomnB to questions sabmitted by The UilL 

A small refiner employs fewer than 1,500 workers and produces less than 205,000 barrels a day in 
gasoline. 

Charlie Drevna, the president and CEO of the National Petrochemical and Refiners Association 
(NPRA), said his group is united in opposition to the Waxman-Markey climate bill. 

"Each one of diese refmcties is going to be hit hard," he said. Most of the 15 refiners that signed the 
June letter supportuig House passago of the btU are members of NPRA, Orevnn said. 

What upsets oil refiners of all sizes is the amount of emissions allowances they receive under the bill. 

The 2 percent of the total allowances set aside for refiners is intended to cover the emissions at the 
plants where oil is refined into gasoline and other products. But the industry is also on the hook for 
the tailpipe emissions of (heir products. Puffiiig the ohiu oh nullibns' of drivers vm consideied 
impractical, both from a regulatory perspective and a political one. 

In total, the indostry is responable for around 44 percent of annual carbon dioxide emissions in the 
counuy. 

' Domestic .lefiheirs'feafin^ie'c^ fiurh forrngh xioihpanieslttiat dbh'i have id. boi^^ ̂ Ih 
carbon caps back home. While those companies wonld also be responsible for the tailpipe emissions 
of their pr^ucts used here, their plants back home would not have to comply with catbon caps, 
giving them a cost advantage, the domestic refming industry argues. 

Environmentalists and other supporters of the bill dispute the contention that the bill would drive 
domestic refiners out of business.

"An improperly structured program could have an unintentional disparate impact on small refiners 
compared to the industry at large," the letter sent in Jime and signed the 15 sm^ refiners stated. 

The issue was of particular concern for Teague not onfy because of his background. Western 
Refming, a small refiner based in El Paso, Texas, operates two plants in New Mexico. Navajo 
Refining, meanwhile, operates one in Teague's district. 

"We get a lot of our gasoline fromsm^-business rofmeiB," said Sara Schreiber, a ^keswoman for 
Teague.

Functional Equivalent Anatysis: This communication also qualifies for the safe harbor under 11 

C.F.R. § 114.15(a) because it is susceptible of a reasonable interpreution other than as an appeal to 

vote for or against a clearly identified fedend candidate. First, it does not mention any dccdon, 

1 candidacy, political potty, opposing candidate, ot voting by the general public.

They are losing their health insurance, as wdl as then ability to pay theb moitgsges, to send 
theb kids to school, or even provide necessities like food and dielter. 

This repoit is an attempt to look beyond the statisticB of jobs cteated or even money wasted. It, instead,

Some may be 
teasonable if funded thtcugh private investment, or state and local goveinment. Some would even be 
worthy federal projects. Tiro vast majority of the projects, chough, are not appropriate uses of taxpayer 
money at any time or in any context 

The beginning repott consists of the ten most questionable stimulus projects I have encountered until 
now. Folbwing that are ninety additional projects, for a total of 100, lisc^ in no particular order, but ate 
broken down region of the countiy. 

This waste is troubling both for its shoiC'term failure to pnt Americans back to work and fat its bng' 
tenh fiscal impact on the iiation. Our current national debt exceeds $11 tiillion and the Congtessional 
Budget Office projects moK than $1 trillion will be added per year to it for the iroxc decade, in large part 
due to stimulus spendiiig.

Ellig also defended the China tr^ saying h was an investment in the future of America's scientific 
leadersh^. 

"Billbns of dollars in stimutus money have gpne into a huge range of scientific research throughout 
American tmhiersxlies," he said, "lhafs an investment that couU genesate an enormous itumber of jobs in 
the future from the scfentific training given to students and the innovation feat comes out of university 
research."

AUSTIN — Perhaps eonseivaUves have soriBthlno against accordions. 

That's one possible interpretation of how the International Accordion Festival in San Antonio became one of 
this summer's national poster children for big govemrmnt spending as the right wing came down on $29 
niDlon in econonac stimulus funding handed out by the National Endowment for the Aits — including 
$775,000 that went directly to Texas aits groups. 

First, Fox News fiocused on a San Francisco theater company that got a grant while pertbmning Perverts Put 
Outi

they view it as sosBthing for liberal cultural eRtes. But the snobbtehness involving her fisstival, Jasper says, 
comas fmm peeplB who do not appreciate the accordion as vital to music ranging firom country to ̂ deco to 
Parisian cafB sorigs. 

"The expression of disdain fdr accordions pine them fbr what they are, which Is cuttural elites," Jasper said. 
The accordion makes the music of the Amen'can heartland." 

The funding was Includod In the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act on the premise that the arts 
endowment, NEA, could pump the money Into the econorry qiricMy by awarding grants to arts groups that 
previously had received NEA grants. The money Is restricted to retaining and creating Jobs, not financing 
arts projects. 

/mother $427,300 In recovery act money went to arts groups through the Texes Contralesion on ttxi Arts. 
Agency Emeutive Obector Gary Glbbs said the agency tried to divide the money evenly among stete senate 
districts, but five districts reoelved no hjndlng. 

"The arte provide real Jobs and real econorrRc activity in the community," Gibbs said. 

A new controversy over the money broke out recently when national arlS organizations that hod received 
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recovery act fundiivg endorsed health care reform after a confarence call with NEA staff and officials at the 
White House. None of the Terras groups was involved. But U.S. Sen. John Cornya R*Texas, complalhed to 
the White Houae about the "politicization" of the NEA. 

In the Texas governor's race, both Gov. Rick Peny and his Republican chailenger, U.S. Sen. Kay Baliey 
Hutchison, opposed federal stimulus funding for the arts. 

Federal funding of the arts during an econorrvc downturn is not new. The Works Progress Adntinistration and 
the Federal Art Project paid artists to paint murals on governmerrt buildings between 1935 to 1943 in the 
wake of the Great Depression. 

^ But Brian Riedl, a senior policy analyst with the Heritage Foundation, said federal funding of the arts in 
^ Texas will do little to help the local econoitv. He described the $775,000 as "nuniscule" in terms of the whole 
I state economy, and said Iho government has to get the money by taking it from elsewhere. 

4 Jasper said the money received by the accordion fSstlval is Important for the San Antonio econorny. She 
3 said the OcL 9-11 festival brings tourism to downtown San Antonio in a traditionally slow month. 

Because of a downtum in corporate sponsorships due to the economy, satd Jasper, the NEA grant to retain 
three enployees enabled the 2009 festival to maintain its quafity and kept the 2010 festival from becoming 
endangered. 

Pa'Dla Owen,-president of the Southwest School of Aft and Graft in Sen Antonio,- whieh received $50,000,-

but ail three of those sources started drying up after last year's stock market crash. 

The Writer's Garret in Dallas was the recipient of a $25,000 grant. Besides hosting a "Spiritual Jowiey of 
the Mind," the group also has people who meet with aspiring young writers. 

And the group proudly touts on Ks Web sHa the recovery act money that it has received: "RemBrrfaar those 
signs on the highway saying 'Your lax dollars at worK? Well we have one tool"

State ready for sdmulus money

CHARLESTON — West Virginia doesn't need President Obatna's stimulus dollars, but Gov. Joe Manchin 
has no intention of turning the money down. 

In fact, the Department of Transpertation plans to formally file its wish list Friday of "shovel teatfy" road 
projects so the dirt can fly as soon as all the paperwork is completed. 

."West Virginia is in a very envious position," Manchin said Tuesday after updating a Democratic caucus in 
die House chamber. 

"We're not counting on stimulus money. We're among less than a handful of states that doesn't need the 
money to take care of services people depend on." 

Blmsed mth a surplus, Maidchin said, the state is pmpared to muhtain its services through the' fiscil year.

The exact amount is hard to define. Manchin said he has .seen numbers ranging from $1.3 billion to. SL8 
biUion, 

"No, you can't," he said when asked if the state would refuse the stimulus since its finances are strong. 

"From this standpoint, it's helping. It's going m help highways, do a lot we haven't been able to do. It's 
going to help a lot of people sustain the work they already have or find new jobs. So there ate a lot of good 
things." 

Manchin spoke with the president this past weekend at the White House and donned dress shoes for the 
first time since breaking the small toe on his left foot in a workout. 

"I cringed the whole time, but I made it," he laug^ied. 

From the bundle destined for this state, about $210 million is set aside for road projects and the remaindec 
goes toward water and sewer projects and education, he said. 

"I'm totally committed to helping this president be successful in trying to keep this economy moving 
forward and trying to turn it around," he said. 

Each of the three congressional districts should get some $70 million in highway funding. 
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"It has to be fedetally approved and has to be shovel ready," the governor said. 

"That limits the scope of what we can da There's not a whole lot of flexibility in these projects. WeVe 
already identified diem and the federal government has already approved diem." 

Yet, if something has been omitted and a greater need arises, "then it's a vrork in progress," Manchin said. 

"But it^s very transparent and based around join and die safeqi of our citizens," he added. 

"The president was very adamant — total transparency, no politics, no earmarks. We do what needs to be

When an emergency situation occurs during nomnal business hours, verlMt approval of 
the Purchasing Director or his/her designee must be Obtained prior to making a 
purchase or execution off any work. A written explanation must be provided immediatoiy

via facsimile which should include the estimated cost, if an emergency occurs after 
business hours, on a holiday or weekend, the state agency may proceed with the 
emergency purchase and provide immediate written justification of the action to ̂ e 
Purchasing Director on the first working day following the emergency.

The blU appreved by Congress contains $787 bBIIon In spending and tax breaks meant to sUmUate an economy 
now deep In recession.

Joe MonchUi said Ns office crafted its proposed state budget for the upcoming fiscal year not relying on 
any federal funding from the edmuhia package. At the same 5me, his office is looking at implementing several 
health care reforms using the money and mey delay a proposed hike In the state's tobacco tax if it has enough 
funding for the refoans.

Lawrence said, 'When you have a negative cash flow, you have to increase revenue or reduce your costs." 

Renting BB of Bollding 740, a 130,000Tsquare-foot lab building that is 35 percent occupied; and fliBng Building 
2000, a 19B,000-square-fbot office building that is 30 percent occupied, would increase revenue, Lawrence said. 
Mothbaliing Building 770, vdiich contains labs but is now vacant would reduce costs by $4.2 million. 

These changes could reduce the negative cash ftow to about $100,000 a year, Lawrence said.

employae layoffs forced elsewhere. 

"Our welcome eentere and rest stops have stayed open, our state offices have normal operating houra, our social 
services conSnua and we are paying our Sills on time,' the governor said to applause. "When I look at Wast 
Virginia, I see a state of responsible financial planning, note state of economic tumnoD." 

But Repttolican lawmakere advocate aggressive tax cuts and greatly reduced spending, arguing that taxpayers 
needthamonaymotw, Wbileaippoitivaof somaof the propeeaia. House MobrityLaedarTlinArmstsiul said he 
heard Rwy optimism ralhanlhan a blueprint for the future. 

"We're going to have to go beyond what was outlined in tonight's speech if we're going to move our economy 
forward and put more West Virginians back to work," said Armstead, R-Kanawha 

Given the taugh ecreiomic times. Senate President Eart Flay TomUin said ifs no auiprtse MancNIh 'a speech was 
short onnew or surprising proposals.

To Improve education, Manchin proposed more flexible botrovdng by the School Building Authority. He asked 
West Virginia's technical and four-year colleges and universities to freeze tuition rates for the coming year. He also 
set a goal of winning "Race to Ihs Top" educotiorrfunding offered by the federal sdmulua.

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"I said, 'Give me the ability to borrow from the federal government for zero percent for the next three years. If I 
can't pay you back in three, let me borrow at the same rate the federal government is borrowing from the 
Treasury." That would be better than just giving the money away to the states, he said. 

Manchin noted that Catifornia Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger has said Califomia needs an additional $28 billion in 
federal stimulus money. 

"t say if Caiifomia is sucha good state, w4iy don't you raise our ceiling on lax-free bonds we can put on the 
mar1«t? Let's And out hbw many people wari to invest in your state. We politicians don't have tha will to make 
tough decisions.

Stimulus may only delay inevitable cuts for West Virginia

CHARLESTON, W.Va. — West Vitgiiiia is again counting on fedexal stimulus dollats to avoid painful cuts 
to state spending, but the comizig weeks will show whether those funds aie only delaying the inevitable. 

Gov. Joe Manchin will soon send the Legislature his latest five-year forecast of state government finances. 
The last one, issued in February, predicted that available revenues would increasin^y £sil to keq> pace with 
projected growth in spending. 

It estimated budget gaps that would begm in 2011 at nearly $244 million and then widen to more than $370 
million by 2014. But those were calculated before the fiill brunt of the natioiul recession hit West Virginia. 

The economic downturn has only worsened the state's fiscal ptoliire. It forced lawmakers .to trim $197 
million from the current budget before they passed it in May. It also prompted the midyear, 3.4 percent cuts 
that Mwchin otdef^ lut'week for ̂  ex'ecuti^ bmnch ageiidm. 

This.year's.hudget includes.$3.7Jbil]iaa.backed by.general rax.re9enues,andrhe gov^or's office-and. 
cabinet departments get 95 percent of that. West Virginia's s^ulus share offset $81 million of May's cuts.

The stimulus share will also likely help lawmakers with yet another round of belt-tightening. 

The new budget that Manchin will propose later this month reduces spending by 5 percent for all 
administradon agencies except public educadon, which will see a 4 percent trim. 

But House Finance Chairman Harry Keith White, D-Mingo, noted last week that the stimulus requites 
states to spend the bulk of their shares by 2011. If Manchin's new five-year forecast continues to predict 
widening shortfalls in the general revenue pordon of the budget; the governor and l^slators must soon 
find another strategy for keeping things balanced. 

Better posidoned than most other states. West Vi^nia's alternative options include $168 million in 
revenues left unspent from prior budget years. There's also the state's emergency reserves, whldi mpped 
$541 million in November. 

There are some silver linings as well. 

State budget officials estimate that general revenue will finally resume growth duriog the 2012 fiscal year. 
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Manchin also aimomiced late last week that Decembet's genetal tevenues etKeeded dieit estiinates by 
around (32 tnilUoni That «*>"«* than eclipses (t3>7 yeat-to^bte shuxt&ll which *1'* immih 
had begun, allowing the state to siaxtjatiuazy $19 tnillioa in the black.

CHARLESTON, W.Va. (AP) - The West Virginia Legisiatura Is approaching the midpoint of a 60-day session 
framed by the unprecedented federal stimulus package and the recession that prompted it.

"Our primary responsibility is to pass a balanced budget, within the limits of the revenue estimate set by flie 
govemor, said House Speaker Rick Thompson, D-Wayne. "CThe economy) makes it tougher to do some of the 
things that many of us think need to be done to Improve toe jobs clime, improve the business climate." 

The waokoniog fiscal piotura has also likely kRad id least nna of Manchln's bills, a proposed bonus-like payment 
to teachers end state workers drawn from any budget surplus this year. 

Thompson said bath the liudget concerns anri the stimulus funding have captured the session's fbcus so far. 
Some esSmates suggest West Virginia ooidd get nearly S1.8 blliian from the massive spending measure.

The issues discussed in this advertisemedi pertain to the size of the federal government; job 

creation, curbing buixaucracy, and fiscal iuues such as taxes, spending eonnadu, and government 

bailouts. The issues of tire size of federal government, job creation, and otiier government fiscal 

issues are central to AJS's mission and were topics of debate in Pennsylvania and the U.S. Senate at 

the time this communication aired and continue to be debated to this day. The communication 

specifically requests that the viewer contact Mr. Toomey to discuss this issue. Sfifi MUR 5634 OGC 

Report # 2 at 16. Moreover, the communication does not refer to Pat Toomey as a candidate, 

reference an election, or exhort the public to campaign for or contribute to Mr. Toomey. gss 72 

Fed. Reg. 5604. Accordingly, the conummication does not contain an electoral portion that is 
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unmistakable, unambiguous and suggestive of only one meaning and does not constitute express 

advocacy under 11 C.F.R. § 100.22(b}. 

Fuoctioaai Equivaleat Analysis: This communication also qualiEes for the safe harbor under 11 

C.F.R. § 114.15(a) because it is susceptible of a reasonable interpretation other than as an appeal to 

voce for or against a clearly identified federal candidate. First, it does not mention any election, 

candidacy, political party, opposing candidate, or voting by the general public. Second, it does not 

take a position on Mr. Toomey's character, qualifications, or fimess for office. Third, it focuses on 

job creation, size of government, fiscal discipline, and lower taxes — all legislative and executive 

issues — and urges the public to adopt a particular position and contact Mr. Toomey with respect to 

these issues. 11 C.FJl. § 114.15(b). 

Even if the communication did not qualify for the safe harbor, it is still a permissible 

electioneering communication under 11 C.F.R. § 114.15(c). Here, there is no indicia of express 

advocacy because the cottununication does not mention any election, candidacy, political party, 

opposing candidate or voting by the general public and takes no position on any candidate's or 

officeholder's character, qualifications or fimess for office. § 114.15(c)(1). The communication 

indudes :content tiiat would support a detcnnination that it has an interpretation odier than as an 

appeal to vote for Mr. Toomey because it focuses oq public policy issues, utges the public to contact 

him about the issue, and includes a call to action urging something other than voting for or 

contributing to Mr. Toomey — namely, to call him. § 114.15(c)(2). The balancing test in § 

114.15(c) clearly indicates that this is a permissible electioneering coimnunication.
